THE TERMINOLOGY OF VESSEL SHAPES
IN THE ZAKROS PUBLICATIONS

Lefteris Platon — Theodoros Iliopoulos

The Zakros Excavations publication project, besides the numerous and various
scholarly problems that arise from the study of the material itself, has encountered
considerable difficulties in determining the methodology and structure of presentation.
One of these has been the establishment of a common comprehensible terminology, at
least as far as the presentation of the excavation data is concerned.

The need for a commonly accepted and consistent —as far as possible— modern Greek
terminology for Minoan pottery appears to be the most urgent of all. A brief overview
of the relevant bibliography illustrates the crux of the matter: final and systematic
publications of Aegean Bronze Age excavations in this language have been scarce.
However, the problem of the Greek terminology has been carefully assessed by the
Theodoros Iliopoulos in his translation of Philip Betancourt’s The History of Minoan
Pottery (1993) and Daphné Gontika in her translation of Penelope Mountjoy’s
Mycenaean Decorated Pottery (1994).

Studies that focus on the presentation and analysis of Minoan ceramic material
published in Greek make de facto decisions on the terminology they use. However,
most such Greek terms appear in preliminary excavation reports, published since the
beginnings of the 20th century in many Greek periodicals, chiefly in Praktika, ArchEph
and ArchDelt and later on in the Athens Annals of Archaeology (AAA) and the CretChron.
In these reports, excavators of Minoan sites have submitted their own contributions in
the collective attempt to shape a commonly accepted Greek terminology for Minoan
pottery.

The picture we obtain from this disparate material contains some fundamental
disadvantages, namely the lack of consistency and accuracy. These problems have been
dealt with by certain scholars, with a few of them discussing, in a passing or more
systematic way, the establishment of a (however conventional) ceramic terminology.

Texts published by Hatzidakis, Xanthoudides and Marinatos cemented, during the
pre-World War II years, certain terminological ‘habits’ that are still with us today. These
were based on the terminology for classical pottery shapes (already established during
this period), as well as their various attempts to use or translate foreign terms that had
been already employed in the numerous publications available, especially by their
British colleagues.
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The preliminary reports and other publications by Nikolaos Platon have made a
fundamental contribution to the problem of Greek terminology for Minoan pottery.
Platon’s broad literary training and great excavation experience enabled him to employ
or modify certain already used terms, as well as adopt certain new ones, either deriving
from classical pottery terminology, or from the translation of foreign terms or
stereotypical descriptive phrases. In his writings, the ‘hellenisation’ of foreign terms is
often accurately combined with the consistent use of ancient Greek terms to indicate
specific types of Bronze Age vessels.

The terminology used and established by Platon has been generally followed by
certain of his students. However, one may note the beginnings of the establishment of
a new trend that has found support among the most recent generations of Minoan
scholarship. This is the overall simplification —through the integration of many variable
terms into one— of the terms used for Minoan pottery shapes. This tendency, that came
about through the uncritical adoption of a similar tendency observed in British
scholarship, has resulted in a definite underuse of the rich Greek vocabulary that could
only be countered by the employment of adjectival modifications of almost ‘ritualistic’
character. For example, all small drinking vessels are currently named «Omerlo
(translating the English ‘cup’), although they evidently belong to two distinct functions,
represented in Greek by the terms «pAvtlav» and «motrpw».

In the context of the present publication, it has been decided to employ basically the
terminology developed by Platon, not only because of its overall coherence and
precision, but also due to the desired compatibility between the terms used here with
those employed in the excavator’s own notebooks and published reports. Only in a few
cases was it considered necessary to replace one of Platon’s terms with another of wider
use now in the Greek literature.

The present chapter gives a summary overview of the history of use of the shape
terminology for Minoan ceramics in modern Greek with a discussion of the problems
that may arise in each case. The function of the various shapes, as inferred by their main
features in correspondence to their size, has led to their classification into broader
categories (‘families’). As well as the necessary explanation of the conventions that will
be used in the present publication, this text wishes to offer a coherent proposal for a
commonly accepted system of terminology —at least as far as the modern Greek is
concerned— that will be complete, accurate and consistent.
