«As for the English bourgeoisie, it has in the first place a common interest with the English aristocracy in turning
Ireland into mere pasture land which provides the English market with meat and wool at the cheapest possible
prices. It is likewise interested in reducing the Irish population by eviction and forcible emigration, to such a small
number that English capital (capital invested in land leased for farming) can function there with “security”. It has the
same interest in clearing the estates of Ireland as it had in the clearing of the agricultural districts of England and
Scotland. The £6,000-10,000 absentee-landlord and other Irish revenues which at present flow annually to London
have also to be taken into account.

But the English bourgeoisie has also much more important interests in the present economy of Ireland. Owing to
the constantly increasing concentration of leaseholds, Ireland constantly sends her own surplus to the English
labour market, and thus forces down wages and lowers the material and moral position of the English working class.

And most important of all! Every industrial and commercial centre in England now possesses a working class divided
into two hostile camps, English proletarians and Irish proletarians. The ordinary English worker hates the Irish
worker as a competitor who lowers his standard of life. In relation to the Irish worker he regards himself as a
member of the ruling nation and consequently he becomes a tool of the English aristocrats and capitalists against
Ireland, thus strengthening their domination over himself. He cherishes religious, social, and national prejudices
against the Irish worker. His attitude towards him is much the same as that of the “poor whites” to the Negroes in
the former slave states of the U.S.A.. The Irishman pays him back with interest in his own money. He sees in the
English worker both the accomplice and the stupid tool of the English rulers in Ireland.»
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
