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THE PROMISE AND PITFALLS
OF FACT-CHECKING IN 2022

-

Given the evolution and growth of fact-checking around the globe,
practitioners and academics have been gathering with increasing
frequency to discuss the state of the enterprise. For instance, the
first international scientific one-day conference on fact-checking
in Athens, Greece assembled in July 2022, to discuss the contribu-
tion of universities and research centers in tackling misinformation
(EKKE, 2022). Just weeks prior, the 9th annual global fact-check-
ing summit occurred in Oslo, Norway (Larsen, 2022). In October,
two conferences convened. Hong Kong Baptist University hosted
the virtual conference, ‘Checking the Fact-Checkers: A Global Per-
spective’ (HKBU, 2022). In the U.S,, the 4th annual Conference for
Truth and Trust Online gathered in Boston, Massachusetts, provid-
ing a forum for academics, industry, non-profit organizations, and
other stakeholders to deliberate on the problems facing social media
platforms and technical solutions —including fact-checking— to un-
derstand and address them (Truth, n.d.). Thus, the continued inter-
est in fact-checking suggests periodic updates on how the practice is
evolving has merit.The present article is one such effort which brief-
ly addresses the origins of fact-checking followed by an examination
of some of the challenges and opportunities facing the enterprise.

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The Emergence of F'act-checking

THE ORIGINS of ‘external’ fact-checking —where claims of pub-
lic figures are vetted for accuracy and publicized— emerged with
the nascent world wide web and following the many inaccurate
political advertisements from the 1988 U.S. presidential elec-
tion between then Vice President George H.W. Bush and Mas-
sachusetts Governor Michael Dukakis (Amazeen, 2020; Graves
& Amazeen, 2019). The co-founder of FactCheck.org, Kathleen
Hall Jamieson, was so disgusted with the inaccuracies from the
election, she wrote a book about it called Dirty Politics (Jamie-
son, 1993). She also set to work with Brooks Jackson on develo-
ping FactCheck.org which they officially launched in 2003. Four
years later, they were joined by PolitiFact.com and The Washing-
ton Post’s Fact Checker (Amazeen, 2013; Graves, 2016). These
three constitute the elite, continuously operating political fact-
checkers in the U.S.!

Although modern fact-checkers emerged in the early 21st
century, their roots can be traced to a century earlier. Some of
the first unofficial fact-checkers were the American muckrak-
ing journalists such as Samuel Hopkins Adams who challenged
the claims of patent-medicine producers, exposing the products
as often ineffective and sometimes deadly as illustrated in a Col-
lier’s magazine cover from 1905 (Amazeen, 2020; see Figure 1).
George Seldes was another U.S. journalist who continued in the
muckraking tradition from 1940-1950 with his weekly subscrip-
tion newsletter, In Fact: An Antidote for Falsehood in the Dai-
ly Press. He exposed, among other issues, the harms of cigarette
smoking and the tobacco industry’s suppression of this informa-

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tion (McCarthy, 1982). Other antecedents to modern fact-che-
cking may have emerged in France with the French weekly in-

vestigative newspaper, Le Canard enchainé, which launched in
1915 (Graves, 2016).

Research on the global advent of fact-checking indicates it
should be understood as a democracy-building tool that emerges
in areas of the world where democratic institutions are perceived
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to be weak or are under threat (Amazeen, 2020). Accordingly,
with the ongoing spread of fact-checking organizations, it should
come as no surprise that trust in media continues to erode. To
be sure, the Edelman Trust Barometer (2021) shows that trust in
information sources is at an all-time low around the world (see
Figure 2). This public opinion polling is consistent with that of
other organizations such as Gallup (Brenan, 2021) and Reuters
(Newman, 2022) that have found similar declines in institution-
al trust, including media trust. Thus, as threats to democracy
seem to be accelerating around the world (Csaky, 2021), we are
seeing the growth of fact-checking along with these threats. In-
deed, fact-checking continues to spread internationally. Accor-
ding to the Duke Reporter’s Lab database of global fact-check-
ing sites, there were 391 active fact-checkers around the world
in June 2021.2 However, the pace of growth has been slowing.
It is too soon to tell whether the slower growth is due to market
saturation, COVID-related disruptions, or something more trou-
blesome (Stencel, Ryan, & Luther, 2022).

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With this global growth of fact-checking came the need for
networking, capacity building, collaboration, and best practices.
In 2015, the International Fact-checking Network, or IFCN, was
formed (Amazeen, 2020; Graves & Amazeen, 2019) demonstra-
ting the increasing legitimacy and institutionalization of the fact-
checking enterprise (Lowrey, 2017). Amidst the fraught U.S. pres-
idential election in 2016, rife with misinformation, the IFCN de-
veloped a code of principles to enshrine best practices and to
help distinguish reliable fact-checkers from unreliable ones (IFCN,
n.d.a). These principles include commitments to 1) non-parti-
sanship and fairness, 2) standards and transparency ot sources,
3) transparency of funding and organization, 4) standards and
transparency of methodology, and 5) an open and honest correc-
tions policy (IFCN, n.d.b). Despite these efforts at professional-
ization, however, fact-checkers have had to navigate many po-
tential pitfalls, some of which are highlighted next.

Fact-checking Pitfalls

Awareness

In order for the public to consciously engage with fact-checking,
they must first be aware of it. As the number of people who go
directly to fact-checking sites is generally small (Amazeen, Var-
go, & Hopp, 2019; Shin & Thorson, 2017), fact-checkers rely on
amplification of their articles by news outlets (Graves & Cheru-
bini, 2016). Indeed, from its inception, FactCheck.org intended
for its fact-checks to be consumed and passed along to the pub-
lic via journalists as indicated by their slogan ‘Please Steal Our
Stuff” (Amazeen, 2013). Yet, although many journalists do cite
the work of fact-checkers, there is little evidence of any agen-
da-setting effect on news media (Amazeen, 2015a; Vargo, Guo &
Amazeen, 2018). Moreover, even in places where fact-checking
has high penetration —such as the U.S.— the public is generally
unfamiliar with it (Nyhan & Reifler, 2015; Robertson, Mourao,
& Thorson, 2020). Similarly, awareness and familiarity levels of
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fact-checking beyond the U.S. context are low, such as in Indo-
nesia (Limilia, Gelgel, & Rahmiaji, 2022) and Europe (Demertzis,
Poulakidakos, & Tsekeris, 2022; Lyons, Merola, Reifler & Stoeck-
el, 2020). Thus, an initial pitfall is limited awareness of or famil-
iarity with fact-checkers. With limited awareness, visits to fact-
checking sites will be minimal, which is supported by evidence

indicating such (Guess, Nyhan & Reifler, 2020).

Attitudes

Beyond awareness are the evaluative perceptions that the pub-
lic holds about the practice of fact-checking, which vary widely.
A content analysis of social media posts in 2014/2015 about sev-
eral fact-checking sites (Fact-check.org, Snopes, and StopFake)
reveal messages were primarily negative about fact-checker per-
ceived trustworthiness and transparency (Brandtzaeg & Folstad,
2017). In contrast, a representative sample of U.S. adults reveal
that although 4 out of 5 of those polled believe fact-checking is
an important responsibility of news media (Barthel & Gottfried,
2016), there is a partisan divide with Republicans having signif-
icantly less favorable perceptions of fact-checkers than do Dem-
ocrats (Robertson, et al., 2020). Similarly, in Europe, while over-
all sentiment of fact-checking is generally favorable, there also
are noteworthy geographic and ideological variations. Those in
Northern European countries (Germany and Sweden) have more
favorable perceptions than in Spain, Italy, Poland, and France.
Less favorable perceptions are linked with conservatism, dissat-
isfaction with democracy, and/or disaffection with the European
Union (Lyons et al., 2020).

Usage

As predicted by stage-model frameworks where individuals pro-
ceed through distinct stages of awareness, attitudes, and beha-
vior (Lavidge & Steiner, 1961), use of fact-checks correspond to
attitudinal and motivational predispositions. Not only do indivi-
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duals with liberal ideologies tend to have more favorable percep-
tions of fact-checkers, but they are also more likely to report vis-
iting fact-checking sites (Robertson et al., 2020). Furthermore,
although only a small proportion of people share fact-checks on
social media, those who do tend to be ideologically liberal and do
so for purposes of reinforcing existing attitudes (Amazeen et al.,
2019; Shin & Thorson, 2017). At the same time, while conserva-
tives are less likely to share fact-checks, when they do it is often
for the purpose of denigrating the opposition (Shin & Thorson,
2017). Given that a need for orientation —or a greater mass media
information-seeking motivation pertaining to specific issues—
drives the sharing of fact-checks on social media (Amazeen et
al., 2019) along with identity relevant, ideological consumption
(Robertson et al., 2020; Shin & Thorson, 2017), opportunities
for fact-checkers to influence the public may be fairly limited.

Information Processing and Effectiveness

Momentarily setting aside the pitfalls of selective exposure and
engagement of audiences with fact-checking, another enduring
challenge has been demonstrating whether fact-checking is effec-
tive at correcting misperceptions among those exposed. Compre-
hensive reviews of the literature indicate that fact-checks can, in-
deed, be effective in minimizing —although not necessarily elim-
inating— reliance on misinformation. These effects can last up
to several weeks (although not always) and can have downstream
effects on outcomes such as sharing misinformation on social
media or voting intentions (Ecker et al., 2022; Lewandowsky et
al., 2020). The etfects of fact-checking in reducing false beliefs
have been demonstrated as globally robust, spanning countries
such as Argentina, Nigeria, South Africa, and the United King-
dom (Porter & Wood, 2021).

Of course, while fact-checking can be etfective, its effective-
ness is conditional on many factors including the outcomes one
is looking for (e.g., changing versus reinforcing beliefs or behav-
iors, etc.) as well as how different types of individuals process in-
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formation (Ecker et al., 2022; Graves & Amazeen, 2019). A tac-
it theoretical foundation of fact-checking is the ‘knowledge def-
icit model” (Simis, Madden, Cacciatore, & Yeo, 2016) whereby
incorrect beliefs can readily be remedied simply by providing ac-
curate facts. However, while fact-checks can minimize reliance
on misinformation, misinformation can often persist in influ-
encing people’s thought process to some degree (Ecker et al.,
2022). This is known as the continued influence effect (Johnson
& Seifert, 1994).

Another theoretical perspective explaining the degree to
which fact-checking may or may not be influential involves the
goals underlying how people cognitively process information.
Rather than having a goal of finding accurate information, some
people are motivated to find information that either conforms to
their existing beliefs —and thus engage in defensive processing—
or that helps them manage a public impression they wish to share
as in virtue signaling (Chaiken, Lieberman, & Eagly, 1989; Mal-
ka & Adelman, 2022). Yet another perspective is that people cog-
nitively process information superficially, if at all. That is, rather
than being motivated to process information in a biased manner
(defensively or for impression management purposes), people are
cognitive misers and just don’t pay attention (Lupia, 2013) or put
forth the effort to consider whether information is accurate (Pen-
nycook & Rand, 2019).Thus, while fact-checking can be bene-
ficial, a pitfall is believing fact-checking is effective on every-
one. A better understanding is needed of which types of people
are prone to misinformation yet are still open to fact-checking.

A promising area of research on this issue is the develop-
ment of a typology of misinformation-susceptible publics (Krish-
na, 2017; 2021). Following the motivation-attitude-knowledge
framework, an individual’s susceptibility to misinformation can
be measured by their motivation to engage with a particular top-
ic, their attitude toward that topic, and their level of knowledge
about the topic. The typology categorizes people into four dif-
ferent groups: those who are misinformation immune, misinfor-
mation vulnerable, misinformation receptive, and misinforma-
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tion amplifying. While research indicates no statistical differenc-
es between groups based on age, gender, income, or education,
political ideology has been one discriminating factor. In particu-
lar, misinformation-immune publics are more likely to identify
as liberal and misinformation-receptive publics are more likely
to identify as ideologically conservative (Krishna, 2021).

While misinformation-amplifying publics comprise the small-
est group in the typology, at roughly 3% of the sample, they are
high on knowledge deficiency, are highly motivated, and have
extreme attitudes about an issue. They are likely not only to ac-
cept misinformation, but also to spread it. They are also least
likely to be receptive to debunking efforts. Thus, fact-checkers
may be wasting their time trying to reach these types of individu-
als. Likewise, misinformation-receptive publics are also unlike-
ly to be open to debunking efforts. According to this research, it
is the misinformation-vulnerable publics that may be most open
to receiving corrective information. These are individuals who
either have extreme attitudes or are highly lacking in topic-re-
lated knowledge but not both. The higher levels of one offset
susceptibility to misinformation by the lower levels of the other
(Krishna, 2021). Further developing our understanding of who
is vulnerable to misinformation yet still receptive to fact-check-
ing will allow fact-checkers to be more strategic about which au-
diences they are trying to reach which is crucial given their lim-
ited resources.

Fact-checking Practices

Beyond the etficacy of fact-checking is the longstanding debate
about whether the practices of fact-checking are biased (Ama-
zeen, 2013; Graves, 2016). While critics of fact-checking con-
tend it 1s biased in its claim selection and evaluation methods
(Amazeen, 2013; Lim, 2018; Marietta, Barker & Bowser, 2015; Us-
cinski, 2015; Uscinski& Butler, 2013) there are multiple studies
which demonstrate high consistency when the same claims are
checked (Amazeen, 2015b; 2016; Vosoughi, Roy, & Aral, 2018).
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Yet, bad fact-checks do, certainly, exist. Indeed, finding check-
able facts is not as straightforward as it may seem especially when
opinions are mixed into statements or political identities influ-
ence judgements (Merpert et al., 2018). The IFCN code of prin-
ciples was developed, in part, to address these concerns, partic-
ularly the commitment to disclosing standards and transparen-
cy of fact-checking methods (IFCN, n.d.b.). Additional well-de-
signed studies are needed to empirically examine these practic-
es especially among IFCN signatories.

One such study that attempts to examine fact-checking meth-
ods is from Tsang, Feng, and Lee (2022). Their research distin-
guishes between ‘partisan’ fact-checkers and independent, ‘pro-
fessional’ fact-checkers. They find that partisan fact-checkers
are more likely ‘to criticize a claim for being “wrong” or unjusti-
fied due not to factual errors but to questionable framing, narra-
tion, contextualization of events, and/or argumentation’ (p. 3).
Partisan fact-checkers are also less likely than protessional fact-
checkers to provide source information for the materials they
use to check claims. In this way, their research illustrates how
fact-checking can be weaponized to illegitimately ‘correct’ the
record while at the same time delegitimizing the practice of the
entire fact-checking enterprise. Yet, as noted by Tsang and col-
leagues (2022), partisan fact-checkers may perform a useful ser-
vice if they adhere to professional fact-checking standards.

An emerging challenge related to potential bias in fact-check-
ing, particularly as it relates to claim selection, is linked to the so-
cial media platform Meta and their Third-Party Fact-Checking
Program. This program enables selected fact-checkers which are
signatories of the IFCN to identify, review, and rate misinforma-
tion appearing on Facebook, Instagram, and WhatsApp (Meta,
n.d.) Rather than allowing fact-checkers to independently deter-
mine which claims merit scrutiny, increasingly, claim selection
is being driven by Meta. In other words, third-party fact-check-
ers are given the claims that Meta wants fact-checked which is
often based upon online virality rather than political signiticance
or newsworthiness (Graves et al., 2022). As such, commercial in-
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terests may be taking over democratic interests. Fact-checkers
must be wary of this conflict of interest.

Structural [ mpediments

A final pitfall involves the ways in which the digital media sys-
tem has been structured. Even if fact-checking were fully opti-
mized, it is no match for the way the digital media ecosystem has
evolved to embrace algorithmic amplification and precision tar-
geting (Ecker et al., 2022). Studies have repeatedly shown that
misinformation spreads faster and farther on social media than
do fact-checks (Friggeri, Adamic, Eckles, & Cheng, 2014; Vo-
soughi et al., 2018). Moreover, misinformation messages target-
ed to psychological characteristics of individuals can be highly
persuasive (Matz, Kosinski, Nave, & Stillwell, 2017). Thus, the
architecture of our media systems actually hinders the potential
beneticial effects of fact-checking.

While some of the social media platforms appear to be tak-
ing responsibility for addressing the misinformation that is am-
plitied and targeted to users on their sites, they are not being ful-
ly transparent about the effectiveness of their efforts. For exam-
ple, with Meta’s Third-Party Fact-Checking program, the metrics
needed to determine the extent to which fact-checks are benefi-
cial are not available to participating fact-checkers let alone the
public (Full Fact, 2020; Lu, 2019). Thus, future research must
focus on the transparency and accountability of social media ef-
forts to address misinformation. For instance, an application pro-
gramming interface endpoint is needed that reveals the specif-
ic actions social media platforms take for messages identified as
containing misinformation, such as removal, adding warning la-
bels, or downranking. Clarity is also needed around downrank-
ing and shadow banning to reveal who still sees downranked
content, whether there is variation across user demographic and
psychographic characteristics, and whether mitigation tactics
affect how social media users respond (such as liking, sharing,
or commenting). Visibility into these actions will help research-
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ers assess how media use, media literacy, and political ideology
interact with the actions platforms are taking to address misin-
formation (Pasquetto et al., 2020). Although some research has
tried to address these issues, it has been independent of the so-
cial platforms (Théro & Vincent, 2022). Moreover, because ma-
ny fact-checkers are funded, in part, by social media platforms,
they may be compromised in their ability to require accountabil-
ity from these platforms.

Fact-checking Opportunities

Despite these challenges, there are opportunities on the hori-
zon. For instance, fact-checkers have been steadfastly pursuing
artificial intelligence [Al] to help them do their jobs more etfi-
ciently (Graves & Amazeen, 2019). Indeed, the use of Al and ma-
chine learning are being explored by fact-checkers such as Full
Fact, Chequeado, and the Duke Reporter’s Lab (Graves, 2022).
The Duke Reporter’s Lab has shared how their automated sys-
tem, code-named ‘Squash’ is supposed to work (see Figure 3):
it detects politicians’ claims —filtering out non-factual claims
(via ClaimReview)— and matches the factual claims with relat-
ed fact-checks (via ClaimBuster). While not a perfect system, the
development of these types of processes offers much promise to
fact-checkers. However, a large challenge is having enough fact-
checks to make these types of systems work (Adair, 2021). Yet, the
current state of automated fact-checking and its use of machine
learning and natural language processing offers rich opportunities
and many pathways for future research (Graves, 2018; Guo, Schli-
chtkrull, & Vlachos, 2022). Furthermore, public opinion polling
suggests that audiences are receptive to Al in journalism. A na-
tionally representative poll in the U.S. indicated that 1 in 3 adults
felt it was definitely or probably a good idea to have journalists
replaced by Al (Glass, 2022). Moreover, research has shown that
when journalists do their work in tandem with algorithms, audi-
ence perceptions of bias are attenuated (Waddell, 2019). Thus,
these findings underscore the promise of Al among fact-checkers.

Another opportunity involves broadening the conception
of how fact-checkers can impact society (Dias & Sippitt, 2020).
While early fact-checkers were primarily concerned with in-
forming audiences (Amazeen, 2013), second-generation fact-
checkers are also concerned with holding accountable those who
are making inaccurate claims in order to bring about systemic
change (Graves, 2022; Sippitt & Moy, 2020). This observation is
a critique of research on fact-checkers that has been conducted
to date, indicating it has been too focused on the persuasive ef-
fects of changing beliefs in misperceptions rather than address-
ing other ways fact-checkers may have an impact (Dias & Sip-
pitt, 2020). Yet, there has been some documentation of system-
ic change that has been brought about by fact-checking. For in-
stance, in 2011, PolitiFact selected as its ‘Lie of the Year’ the fre-
quent Democratic talking point that Republicans voted to end
Medicare in the U.S. According to the Congressional Record, the
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number of times this language was used during sessions of Con-
gress was nearly cut in half from 50 to 26 times after the Lie of
the Year nomination (Amazeen, 2013). Moreover, in the U.K.,
fact-checks from Full Fact have led to corrections from a Prime
Minister, Members of Parliament, and national newspapers (Sip-
pitt & Moy, 2020). Nonetheless, additional research along these
lines affords the opportunity to understand the direct political
impacts of fact-checking and the variety of factors that shape
them (Graves & Amazeen, 2019).

Finally, as research shows that it is easier to prevent misper-
ceptions than correct them (Ecker et al., 2022: Lewandowsky et
al., 2020), fact-checkers have an opportunity to teach their audi-
ences how to be more media literate (Comlekei, 2022). In 2017,
the Finnish fact-checking organization Faktabaari [FactBar]
worked with educators to adapt their professional fact-checking
methods to cover elections for use in schools in Finland (Neu-
vonen et al., 2018). This is another example of what second-gener-
ation fact-checking might entail to achieve systemic change (Sip-
pitt & Moy, 2020). Similarly, Argentina’s fact-checker, Chequea-
do, has had a strong training and education focus since its incep-
tion in 2014. It is now leading a Latin American network of fact-
checking trainers that is bringing fact-checking curricula to uni-
versity students in Latin America (Pennacchio, 2022).

Similar efforts are also taking place in the U.S. with Medi-
aWise teaching people digital media literacy and fact-checking
skills to spot misinformation and disinformation, with initiatives
specifically designed to engage Gen Z, college students, and old-
er Americans (Poynter, n.d.). Notably, all of these organizations
—FactBar, Chequeado, and MediaWise— are signatories of the
IFCN. Moreover, other IFCN signatories offer some type of me-
dia literacy training, as well, including Africa Check, Demagog
(Poland), Faktisk.no (Norway), and Teyit.org (Turkey). Thus,
this is a growing area where fact-checkers can go beyond just in-
forming the public, and can actually instill the tools of the trade,
so to speak, teaching people how to be more critical consumers
of media content (Comlekei, 2022).
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Given the opportunity this shift in focus may present, it is
important to understand whether there is any evidence indicat-
ing that teaching fact-checking techniques is beneficial. Indeed,
scholars who have been developing curricula for online civic rea-
soning have shown that teaching lateral reading techniques —a
practice employed by professional fact-checkers— significantly
increased students’ ability to judge the credibility of online con-
tent both at the high school level (Wineburg et al., 2022) as well
as among college students (Breakstone et al., 2021).

Beyond the education system, another related opportuni-
ty for fact-checking partnerships may be with local librarians,
at least in countries with robust library infrastructure, as they
can be key vectors of connecting patrons with accurate, local in-
formation be it political, health-related, or otherwise. Not only
has research shown that libraries remain one of the most trust-
ed institutions —at least in the U.S.— at a time when trust is at
an all-time low (Geiger, 2017), but an overwhelming majority
of respondents to a 2016 Pew survey indicated they believed li-
braries should have programs to teach digital skills (Horrigan,
2016). This could include literacy skills such as how to navigate
and critically evaluate online media information. Indeed, there
is precedence in librarians being involved in local U.S. election
tact-checking efforts. For instance, in 2012, the Living Voters
Guide provided an online discussion forum for understanding
Washington state ballot measures by the Seattle Public Library
in partnership with City Club and the University of Washington
(Joseph, 2012; KPLU, 2012). Thus, bringing together fact-check-
ers with other institutions committed to empowering communi-
ties through knowledge and education may be another effective
strategy forconferring systemic change.

Of course, there are many more pitfalls associated with fact-
checking than what was outlined in this article. The future of
fact-checking also holds great promise; much more than what
was conveyed here. But as Demertzis and colleagues (2022) re-
mind us, ‘... one should not consider fact-checking as a panacea
against any type of inaccurate information that hits the public
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sphere...” (p. 1). Rather, fact-checking is but one part —a very
important part— of tackling misinformation (Ecker et al., 2022).
Future efforts should strive to examine how fact-checking may
complement other intervention strategies such as prebunking
messages, which forewarn individuals about forthcoming misin-
formation (Amazeen, Krishna, & Eschmann, 2022), or media lit-
eracy interventions (Hameleers, 2022). Moreover, collaborations
between industry and academia may further efforts in realizing
the full potential of automated fact-checking (Graves, 2018) as
well as holding platforms to account for their efforts to address
misinformation (Pasquetto et al., 2020).

Introduction

‘FAKE NEWS’ is not a new phenomenon (Walter et al. 2019; An-
dersen and Obelitz See 2020:126); yet, the advent of social media
(Marietta, Barker and Bowser 2015: 578; Barrera et al. 2020:7),
along with various factors such as social grievances, political and
affective polarization, widespread distrust, moral relativism, the
escalating commercialization of the news media seized by info-
tainment, the mediatization of politics and the concomitant po-
litainment (Demertzis, Poulakidakos, Tsekeris 2022) has brought
an increase in the circulation of biased information or outright
false news, posing major challenges for the democratic public
sphere. A means to start improving the current information en-
vironment by changes that reduce the spread of lies, rumors, and
other misinformation online is fact-checking practices.
Fact-checking is an (online) activity focused on assessing
the veracity of information that hits the public sphere (e.g., po-
litical statements, news items/reports), employing a form of ‘sci-
entific objectivity’ (Robertson, Mourao and Thorson 2020:234)
overhauling any available relevant information (Demertzis, Pou-
lakidakos, Tsekeris 2022). Fact-checkers seek to investigate pri-
mary and secondary sources in order to help users decide on the
credibility of online content (Amazeen 2015: 4; Brandtzaeg and
Folstad 2017: 4-5; Brandtzaeg, Folstad and Chaparro Dominguez
2018; York et al. 2020: 959; Demertzis, Poulakidakos, Tsekeris
2022) and to facilitate the existence of an educated citizenry in-
formed about the facts on pressing issues of public interest (Jar-
man 2016: 14). To this end, fact-checkers seek to reach as wide
an array of people as possible (Robertson, Mourao and Thorson
2020: 219) assuming that a rational public will use accurate infor-
mation to update their opinions over disputed issues pertaining

public debate of public policy and political campaigns.
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Current research on the assessment of the effectiveness of
fact-checking, though, does not provide a clear conclusion (Jar-
man 2016:9) as to the addressing misinformation in the public
sphere. If anything, the public is composed not only by rational
monitorial information seekers but also by sentimental citizens
who selectively decode the news through atfective shortcuts (Mar-
cus 2002). Hence, in the eyes of several audiences, fact-check-
ers are perceived as partisan actors in a divided/polarized media
system (Robertson, Mourao and Thorson 2020: 234). Research
results focusing, predominantly on the US context (Nieminen
and Rapelli 2019: 296), highlight the evaluative ambivalence of
the perceived effectiveness of fact-checking. On one hand, fact-
checking is deemed corrective of the information received by
individuals, reducing dis-/misinformation, contributing —at the
same time— to the improvement of political knowledge (York
et al. 2020: 958). Fact-checking appears to reduce —on several
occasions— the likelihood that politicians will make inaccurate
claims, limiting the dissemination of erroneous information in
the public sphere (Amazeen 2019, 2020). In addition, it has been
documented that fact-checking messages may positively affect
opinions and beliefs, irrespective of political ideology, pre-exist-
ing positions, context (campaign vs. routine), and whether it re-
futes the entire false statement or just parts of a statement (Wal-
ter et al. 2019: 366).

On the other hand, it is argued that fact-checks may have
limited, no or even reverse effects, particularly when a misper-
ception is grounded on factors like partisanship or in-group
participation. In these occasions, the effects of fact-checking
on beliefs and political cognitions are quite weak (Walter et al.
2019:367). Also, there is doubt whether fact-checkers are consis-
tent in their conclusions and whether their methods are reliable
(Nieminen and Rapelli 2019: 296).

Additionally, the effect of the fact-checking reports depends
upon whether fact-checkers are seen as ‘experts’ or as ‘peers’. A
correction tweet from a relevant institution (expert) may reduce
misperceptions, while a correction tweet from a random user
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(peer) may not, indicating that an expert fact-checker would be
more effective. Besides, empirical evidence underlines the im-
portance of (digital) acquaintances. News stories posted by a
Facebook friend are more likely to generate interest in seeking
further information than those from non-friend sources. Rel-
evant research also suggests that there are key differences in
whether friends were perceived to be opinion leaders or not, with
perceived opinion leaders having a positive effect on information
seeking (Oeldorf-Hirsch et al. 2020: 691). Therefore, the alleged
credibility of a fact-checking source appears to be crucial for the
effectiveness of its output and as a consequence fact-checking is
not always successful due to varied credibility and the quality of
communication with the audience.

Since the mission of fact-checking outlets to warrant the
public about misinformation cannot be accomplished without
a wide audience paying attention to them (Robertson, Mourao
and Thorson 2020: 319), it is crucial to know better who is aware
of, uses, and one’s assessment of its mission. Stemming from re-
cent research in other countries, the current paper presents the
results of a quantitative audience research, which seeks to ad-
dress issues regarding attitudes and perceptions about fact-check-
ing in Greece. First, we comment on the debatable accounting
of fact-checking by lay persons and the academia that is contin-
gent upon political cultural and socio-psychological factors. Sec-
ond, we will discuss the audience’s awareness and familiarity
with fact-checking procedures; in the third part of the paper, we
present our research question, research hypotheses, the method
and the results of our investigation, the first done in the Greek
context. This work is part of the project titled Public Discourse
Fact-checking funded by the Hellenic Foundation of Research
and Innovation (HFRI) for the 2019-2021 period and led by the
National Centre for Social Research (EKKE) in collaboration
with the ATHENA Research Centre, and the Laboratory for So-
cial Research in the Media, Department of Communication and
Media Studies, National and Kapodistrian University of Athens.
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Ambivalence towards fact-checking

Amidst the ‘perfect storm” of the crisis of public knowledge and
public communication fueled by political polarization and griev-
ance politics, fact-checking is often seen as an inherently ambiva-
lent enterprise which is part and parcel of the more general radi-
cal ambivalence marking the late modern human condition. The
latter is not characterized by the zero—sum logic of ‘either—or’, but
by the logic of ‘both—and’ (Beck 1997, 2009). Living in the age of
‘both—and” implies simultaneity, hybridity, pluralism, multiplicity,
contingency, uncertainty and, above all, ambivalence, and doubt
(Demertzis and Tsekeris 2018). On one hand, information and
communication technologies, user-generated social media, citizen
journalism, or citizen data journalism (Gray, Chambers & Bouneg-
ru 2012), computerization movements, free/libre and open-source
software movements, open access courseware and open education-
al resources movements, and fact-checking for that matter, have
significantly broadened the range and scope of the public sphere.
On the other hand, however, and concurrently, advanced techno-
logical systems of massive data collection and storage are currently
employed to surveil (and even control) ordinary citizens and their
online activities (Lyon 2014: 4) with neuro—marketing (Zurawicki
2010; Sampson 2012), social bots and other autonomous agents
(Shorey & Howard 2016), overwhelmingly producing potentially
effective propaganda, deception and manipulation results desig-
nated as ‘alternative facts’ or ‘post—facts’ (or post—truths).
Drawing from the political ad watch experience of the 1980s
in the USA, fact-checking was introduced as corrective of errone-
ous political statements and news journalism and, in this respect,
it is a tool for democratic dialogue and a pillar of an open pub-
lic sphere. Nevertheless, it has been rapidly developed into the
widespread postmodern emotional climate of distrust, cynicism
(Demertzis 2020: 15-21) and polarization, and thus its public re-
ception is not straightforward. So, negativity against fact-check-
ing services seem to be motivated by basic distrust rather than
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rational argumentation often extended beyond fact-checking to
involve the entire social and political system. This vicious circle
of ‘informational disbelief” (Brandtzaeg et al. 2017) makes indi-
viduals or social groups to be skeptical towards any information
online, including information from societal institutions such as
government bodies or the news media.

An important driver of informational disbelief may be the
ease with which social media allows for the creation and sharing
of user-generated content (Brandtzaeg et al. 2017: 12). An addi-
tional interrelated factor is political ideology; studies of social me-
dia users have found that people are often skeptical of fact-check-
ers, viewing them as leaning toward the left, though those on the
left do also complain about fact-checks (Robertson, Mourao and
Thorson 2020: 322). Partisans appear to be significantly more
likely to accuse the fact-checking organizations of political bias,
by pointing out the reliance of the report on anonymous sourc-
es, or ‘revealing” a secret agenda seeking to undermine their fa-
vorable politician/party. If a fact-checking report refutes key in-
formation in their already established reality frames, partisans
will reject the new information because it will contrast their al-
ready formed mental schemes (Walter et al. 2019: 353). Main-
ly, major criticism on the fact-checking procedure comes from
the right/conservative part of the political spectrum, while liber-
als are more likely to share fact-checks and visit fact-checking
sites (Robertson, Mourao and Thorson 2020: 322). Two interven-
ing variables seem to be of importance herein: news consump-
tion and interest in politics; liberal/mainstream news consumers
seem to have more positive views and conservative news consum-
ers have more negative views towards fact-checking (Robertson,
Mourao and Thorson 2020: 327). Sometimes distrust goes as far
as to question the benevolence and integrity of the fact-checking
services, suggesting that they purposely misrepresent informa-
tion, take part in fraud or propaganda, or are part of some larg-
er conspiracy (Brandtzaeg et al. 2017: 15).

To be sure, it is not only social media users and/or news out-
lets consumers who cast doubt to fact-checking. Journalists do
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it also; they frequently distrust verification services (Brandtzaeg
et al. 2017) stating that they would never take information veri-
fied from fact checkers for granted without engaging in further
investigations themselves. Some journalists acknowledge that this
caution towards fact-checking services may be due to these being
relatively new and report that they would require the use of such
services as recommended by their own newsroom (Brandtzaeg et
al. 2017: 14). Nevertheless, not all social media users and/or journa-
lists voice negative sentiment. Brandtzaeg et al. (2017) showed that
a good part of social media users assessed in a positive way the use-
fulness of online fact-checking services, while journalists viewed
the use of online services and tools that may support verification
(e.g., Google’s reverse image search) as potentially promising.

Audience awareness of, familiarity with and visiting
of fact-checking services

Despite the effort of fact-checkers to reach a wider audience,
evidence indicates that people are not that familiar with their
work, that fact-checks constitute a rather small portion of web-
sites visited, that a limited number of people share fact-checks
(Shin and Thorson 2017), and that —when shared— they are
shared selectively on social media for political reasons (Robert-
son, Mourao, Thorson 2020: 219). In the relevant literature, fact-
checking awareness is regarded as information about the exis-
tence of fact-checking websites (Robertson, Mourao and Thor-
son (2020). Those more likely to be aware of fact-checking sites
are those with higher education, who are more liberal, more in-
terested in politics, and more systematic news consumers (Shin
and Thorson 2017 in Robertson, Mourao and Thorson 2020). Re-
search has also shown that fact-checking awareness can be pre-
dicted by more frequent political discussion and higher political
efficacy (Robertson, Mourao and Thorson 2020: 221).
Familiarity with, i.e., acquaintance and thorough knowledge
of fact-checking sites, is usually predicted by gender (male), edu-
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cation, political interest, political efficacy, ideology (liberal), and
news consumption, while self-reported visiting of fact-checking
sites is predicted by ideology (liberals present themselves as more
frequent visitors), liberal/mainstream news consumption, as well
as political interest. When it comes to age, there are mixed re-
sults: while visitors to fact-checking sites are likely to be young-
er, sharers of fact-checks tend to be older (Robertson, Mourao
and Thorson 2020).

The above mentioned research reveals an interlinking be-
tween the three gradual stages of the relationship between fact-
checking sites and their audiences (awareness, familiarity, visit-
ing), with factors enhancing this relationship being interest in
politics, liberal/mainstream news consumption, and liberal ide-
ology (Robertson, Mourao and Thorson 2020: 331). On the oth-
er hand, conservatives assess fact-checkers in a negative way
(Brandtzaeg, Folstad and Chaparro Dominguez, 2018).

The proliferation and the international networking of fact-
checking organizations over the last ten years or so is neatly re-
lated to the almost unfettered excess of fake news which, as es-
timated, may circulate six times faster than accurate news (Vo-
soughi, Roy and Aral 2018; Dizikes 2018). Yet, what counts more
is not so much the technical means of their production and dis-
semination as the ‘demand for disinformation” in the era of post-
truth. The ‘demand side’ of fake news is tied to the psychology
of information consumption and opinion formation, through at-
titude polarization, confirmation bias, source confusion, and illu-
sory correlation (Ackland and Gwynn 2021; Rauch 2021). These
are psychological mechanisms indicating why users seek out and
believe some sources of information, whether online or offline,
while rejecting others, no matter how (in) accurate the published
information is.

In this respect, apart from ideological and demographic pa-
rameters, qualitative research singled out several personality/be-
havioral characteristics which seem to influence the susceptibili-
ty to misinformation and the concomitant skepticism, if not dis-
trust, against the effectiveness and usefulness of fact-checking
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initiatives. Among these characteristics are the Big-5 personali-
ty traits (extraversion, agreeableness, conscientiousness, neurot-
icism, openness), as well as media skepticism (Barman and Con-
lan 2021; Calvillo et al. 2021; Rammstedt and John 2007; Shin &
Thorson 2017; Balgiu 2018; Opgenhaffen 2021).

Research questions

Based on the abovementioned theoretical background, we con-
ducted quantitative audience research to investigate whether
there is any difference in the reception of fact-checking services
in Greece in terms of awareness, assessment, and susceptibility
to fake news between different groups of online news consum-
ers. It is the first time that such a research project is implement-
ed in Greece, and we are fully aware of its pilot character with
our conclusions being tentative in view of further investigation
and methodological triangulation.

The research questions flagged out from our literature re-
view are the following:

RQ1: Do respondent’s personality traits, interest in politics, self-
positioning on the left-right political axis or media use typology
predict his/her assessment on the effectiveness of fact-checking
organisations, when controlling for sociodemographic variables?
Which independent variable contributes most to the prediction?

RQ2-RQ5: How does individual’s personality traits, interest in
politics, self-positioning on the left-right political axis or media
use typology impact the likelihood of the awareness of fact-che-
cking organizations / the ability to spot fake news on the inter-
net / the practice of trying to find out whether a slightly ‘strange’
piece of news is accurate or not / or the belief for the existence of
the pandemic, when controlling for sociodemographic variables?

What is the independent variable that influences most this like-
lihood?
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Survey methodology

The research method implemented is the survey (Bryman 2012),
conducted between 26/11/2021 and 26/05/2022. The questionnaire
was disseminated online, through the SoDaNet online research
infrastructure! and the answers were gathered with the use of
the CAWI method. Our convenience sample consists of 1370 in-
dividuals aged at least 17 years old, living all over Greece. The
participants were recruited through EKKE’s website, the Depart-
ment of Communication and Digital Media of the University of
Western Macedonia, the Department of Communication and Me-
dia Studies of the National and Kapodistrian University of Ath-
ens, web panels of market research companies, and social media.

The questionnaire consists of both generic and specific (fo-
cused on fake news and fact-checking) questions. The gener-
ic questions refer to political interest, media use typology, me-
dia credibility (reverse: media skepticism), internet use history,
the basic personality traits inventory (BFI-10), political ideolo-
gy self-placement, as well as demographic variables pointing to
different groups of respondents. The issue specific questions in-
clude the awareness of fact-checking organizations and the as-
sessment of their effectiveness, as well as the respondents’ sus-
ceptibility to fake news.

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Data management and statistical analysis

The data were weighted by gender and age group variables (17-34,
35-64, 65+), resulting in gender and age group distributions iden-
tical to the 2011 census distributions (Table 9 of the Appendix).
The dependent variables of the research questions concern the
awareness of fact-checking organizations, the assessment of their
effectiveness, as well as the respondents’ susceptibility to fake
news. The awareness of fact-checking organizations is a dichoto-
mous variable, while the assessment of their effectiveness uses an
11-point scale, where 0 corresponds to ‘Not effective at all” while
10 corresponds to ‘Completely effective’. The susceptibility to fake
news was tapped by the self-reported cross-checking of a seeming-
ly ‘weird” news item, the ability to distinguish fake news online,
and the respondents’ denial of the pandemic. Hence, the suscep-
tibility to fake news was tapped by three dichotomous variables.

The independent variables are political interest, self-posi-
tioning on the left-right political axis, personality traits, and me-
dia use typology.

The political interest variable was constructed by the combi-
nation of a ‘subjective’ and an ‘objective’ indicator of the respon-
dents’ political curiosity tapped by two questions drawn from the
WVS 2017-2018 WAVE 7 and well established in the relevant lit-
erature (Van Deth 1990; Van Deth and EIff 2004): How interest-
ed would you say you are in politics? (very, somewhat, not very
interested, not at all); When you get together with your friends,
would you say you discuss political matters frequently, occasion-
ally or never? Total political interest was then estimated by con-
verting the two different scales into one common 5-point scale
(Linardis et al. 2023) ranging from ‘minimum political interest’
to “maximum political interest’. Then, the mean of the two vari-
ables was considered as the estimate of both subjective and ob-
jective political interest.

For political self-positioning, an 11-point scale was used,
where 0 corresponds to ‘Far Left’, while 10 corresponds to ‘Far
Right’. The big five personality traits are also considered as a
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batch of question items. All ten question items referring to per-
sonality traits use a 5-point scale, where 1 corresponds to ‘strong-
ly disagree’ with the statement, while 5 corresponds to ‘strong-
ly agree’. There were five positive and five negative items. To
create the personality trait indicators, we used the methodology
provided by Kankaras (2017). The negative items were reversed
and then summed with the positive ones.

Our media use typology accommodated the Eurobarometer
index on media use and was created based on answers to the fol-
lowing question drawn from the WVS 2017-2018 WAVE 7: People
learn what is going on in their country and the world from vari-
ous sources. For which of the following sources, please indicate
whether you use it to obtain information daily, weekly, month-
ly, less than monthly or never (newspaper, TV, radio, online por-
tals, social media). The media use typology was calculated by the
frequency of use of five information sources (newspaper, TV, ra-
dio, web, social media) presented on Table 8 at the Appendix.

Finally, the statistical analysis contains a series of multivar-
iate linear and binary logistic regressions applying to the depen-
dent and independent variables (variables of interest) (see Table
1). We also used sociodemographics, i.e., sex, age, regions of res-
idence and educational level as controlling variables.

For categorical variables with more than two categories (e.g.,
regions of residence and educational level) we created k-1 dum-
my variables by specifying the reference category and included
the dummy variables in the regressions rather than the original
variables. Due to the large number of people with a very high ed-
ucational level (master or PhD) we decided to distinguish this cat-
egory from high educational level (university degree). For each
research question, two models were computed: in Model A the
controlling variables were included in the model, while in Mod-
el B they were omitted. The inclusion of the variables of interest
in both models confirms the existence of a direct and robust re-
lationship between the variables of interest and the dependent
variables. The significance level for all hypothesis tests is set ei-
ther at 0.050r 0.1. The weighting variable will be used in all sub-
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sequent analyses, while the statistical analysis software to be used
is SPSS 27.To answer the research question concerning those
variables that contribute most to the prediction, we used the stan-
dardized regression coefficients. SPSS 27 does not produce the
standardized regression coefficients for logistic regression. For
this reason, we calculated the standardized logistic regression
coefficients based on the methodology reported by King (2007).

All survey material (data, questionnaire, etc.) has been de-
posited in EKKE’s data repository, in SoDaNet research infra-
structure.

Sample Characteristics

With average age 46.31 years, the sample consists of 49% male
and 51% female, 53.5% residents of Attica, 15.1% residents of
Central Macedonia and 31.4% residents of other regions (Appen-
dix, Table 9). People with high and very high educational lev-
el are overrepresented in the sample as the percentage of those
with a postgraduate or doctoral degree is 29.4%, while the per-
centage of individuals with a university degree is 40.5%. This is
an intractable methodological problem, when data are collect-
ed by recruiting respondents from non-probabilistic web panels
drawn from academic institutions (Linardis et al. 2023). No at-
tempt was made to weight by educational level because it would
assign extremely high weights to those with low educational level
and extremely low weights to those with high educational level.

Results

To measure the internet users’ estimation of the fact checking
organizations effectiveness (RQ1) we applied two binary logistic
regression models (see Table 2). Model A shows that respondents
who place themselves on the left-right axis appreciate the effec-
tiveness of fact-checking organizations, meaning that individu-
als positioned on the right side of the political spectrum evaluate
more positively the effectiveness of fact-checking organizations
than those who position themselves on the lett.

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The individuals evaluating the effectiveness of fact-check-
ing organizations more positively are center-right respondents
(values 6 and 7 in our 11-grade scale-Table 10 of the Appendix).
This finding is similar —but certainly not identical— to the find-
ings of previous research on the trust of mainly liberal citizens/
mainstream news consumers in fact-checking services (Robert-
son, Mourao and Thorson 2020). The highly evaluated effective-
ness of fact-checking organizations by right wing leaning respon-
dents (value 9) cannot be considered, since our sample for this
ideological category is small (see Table 9 of the Appendix).

The significant negative etfect of political interest in Model
B disappears after the inclusion of controlling variables, which
means that we should not take this variable into consideration.
According to the standardized beta coetficients, the variable of
interest that contributes most to the ‘effectiveness of fact-check-
ing organizations’ is the self-positioning on the left-right poli-
tical axis. It should be noted however that the computation of
the effectiveness of fact-checking organizations requires respon-
dents’ awareness of them and therefore the number of cases con-
tributing to the regression is significantly reduced.

As per the internet users’ factual awareness of fact checking
organizations (RQ2) we also applied binary logistic regression
(see Table 3). In either Model there is consistency in the vari-
ables of interest contributing on the ‘awareness of fact-checking
organizations’. Political interest and openness show a positive ef-
fect on the ‘likelihood of the awareness of fact-checking organi-
zations’, while self-positioning on left-right axis and neuroticism
have a negative effect on this probability. The higher a person’s
political interest or the degree of openness, the higher the prob-
ability that the person is aware of fact organizations, while the
farther to the right side of the political spectrum or with higher
levels of neuroticism, the lower the probability that the person 1s
aware of fact-checking organizations. The variable that contrib-
utes most to the prediction of this probability is political interest.

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Similarly, binary logistic regression was applied for the in-
vestigation of RQs 3 tob (see Tables 4, 5, and 6). Table 4 shows
a consistency in the variables of interest contributing to the ‘in-
vestigation on the accuracy of a strange news item’ in both mod-
els, since political interest and agreeableness predict ‘likelihood
of the investigation on the accuracy of a strange news item’. The
higher a person’s political interest or the level of agreeableness,
the higher the probability that the person will try to find out if a
news item is accurate or not, if the person comes across a news
item that seems a bit ‘strange’/ ‘exaggerated’. Again, the vari-
able that contributes most to the prediction of this probability is
that of political interest.

In the same vein, and even quite more strongly, political in-
terest is the only variable that shows a significant positive etfect
on the ‘likelihood of the ability to spot fake news on the inter-
net’ (see Table 5). The higher a person’s political interest, the
higher the probability that this person thinks that is not suscep-
tible to fake news online.

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Table 6 shows a consistency in the variables of interest con-
tributing on the ‘belief that the pandemic is an overreaction’
in both models. Self-positioning on the right-side area of the
left-right spectrum predicts skepticism in the pandemic, while
openness has a negative etfect on this probability. The moreone
places oneself on right positions of the political axis, the higher
the probability that the person believes that the pandemic is an
overreaction, while the higher the levels of openness the less the
probability the person to believe so. Once more, the self — po-
sitioning on the left-right axis is the strongest predictor of this

probability.

Model Summary

As presented at Table 7, political interest has the highest etfect
on the dependent variables of our research questions. More spe-
cifically, it has the relatively higher positive and statistically sig-
nificant effect on three dependent variables (‘awareness of fact-
checking organizations’, ‘ability to spot fake news on the inter-
net’ and ‘investigation of the accuracy of a strange news item’).
Self-positioning on the left-right axis has the relative highest pos-
itive effect on two dependent variables (‘belief that the pandemic
is an overreaction’ and ‘effectiveness of fact-checking organiza-
tions’). Comparing socio-demographics, older individuals eval-
uate more negatively the ‘effectiveness’ and have a lower proba-
bility of being aware of fact-checking organizations, comparing
with the younger respondents. Finally, residents of Central Mace-
donia are more likely ‘to know fact-checking organizations’, ‘to
investigate the accuracy of a strange news item’ and to ‘believe
that the pandemic is an overreaction’ than the residents of Atti-
ki, the most populated region of the country.

Discussion

Wepresented research results regarding the Greek public’s per-
ceptions and attitudes towards fact-checking and susceptibility to
fake news. Notwithstanding that this is the first ever research to
be accomplished in Greece, we are fully aware of the pilot char-
acter of this research and its limitations, especially in terms of
sampling, since a survey of the general population of the coun-
try is required based on probabilistic sampling design. Concern-
ing the goodness of fit of the models, further investigation on
the topics is needed, since R-square (linear regression) or pseu-
do-R-square (logistic regressions) are quite low, meaning that
the models are far from giving reliable predictions of the depen-
dent variables.

Given the above caveats, it comes as not a surprise that the
higher interest in politics is related to the increased awareness of
fact-checking organizations; as long as these organizations gain
some visibility at the digital public sphere and gradually become
part and parcel of electoral campaigns, the likelihood is that po-
litically interested internet users come across them all too of-
ten. To stress the point further, it is the center-left leaning, and
the more open to new experiences individuals who know what
fact-checking is. In this respect, our findings are in line with re-
search results found in other countries (Robertson, Mourao and
Thorson 2020). What, however, seems to be a counter-intuitive
finding is that center-right leaning respondents evaluate quite
more the effectiveness of fact checking organizations than the
left leaning respondents. A tentative explanation of the low eval-
uation of the effectiveness of fact-checking by leftist respondents
(values 0-3 in our 11-grade scale- Table 10 of the Appendix) is
the infantile nature of fact-checking in Greece and the restrict-
ed public knowledge on the various fact-checking efforts initiat-
ed in the last few years. Having asked our respondents to name
up to three fact-checking organizations (in Greece and abroad),
the vast majority named Ellinika Hoaxes (Greek Hoaxes) as the
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first organization that comes to their minds. Being active since
2013, Ellinika Hoaxes has been repeatedly accused of right-wing
ideological bias by leftist Media (Documento 2019; tvxs.gr 2019).
Therefore, the low evaluation of fact-checking sites on behalf of
the leftists of our sample might be due to the accusations on the
right-wing ideological bias of Ellinika Hoaxes by left leaning lib-
ertarian Media, and the inherent polarization of the Greek pub-
lic sphere (Zeri 2014; Poulakidakos and Veneti 2016). This polar-
ized rationale in the function of the Greek public sphere, along
with the alleged right-wing bias of Ellinika Hoaxes, may instill
increased distrust on the effectiveness of fact-checking among
the leftists. In a similar vein, the popularity of Ellinika Hoaxes
which is based at Thessaloniki, the ‘capital city” of Central Mace-
donia, along with the conservativism and the belief in conspiracy
theories/pseudoscientific statements permeating a rather signifi-
cant part of local communities® could explain the fact that people
of this regionin our sample are more likely ‘to know fact-check-
ing organizations’, ‘to investigate the accuracy of a strange news
item” and to ‘believe that the pandemic is an overreaction’ at the
same time, no matter how contradictory these statements are.
In terms of personality traits, although ‘openness’ is posi-
tively related with awareness of fact-checking agents, it is unre-
lated with the evaluation of these agents’ performance; be not-
ed that all personality traits do not perform significant effects
on the evaluation of fact checking organizations performance.

2. The conservativism permeating the local communities is quite evi-
dent in a series of interrelated facts related to the region of Central Macedo-
nia. First, diachronically, Central Macedonia votes rather massively for the
right-wing party of New Democracy. Second, the populist far-right party of
Elliniki Lysi (Greek Solution), led by Kyriakos Velopoulos, a former journalist
who originates from Thessaloniki and systematically disseminates fake news
and conspiracy theories, has gained in both 2019 and 2023 elections its high-
est percentages in the prefectures of the Central Macedonia region (Ypes.gr
2023). Closely connected to the facts, Thessaloniki was the epicenter of mul-
tiple (ultra)-nationalist demonstrations against the Prespa Agreement back
in 2018 (aftodioikisi.gr 2018, kathimerini.gr 2018).
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It might be that since fact-checking is a rather novel activity in
Greece with fact-checking sites to be poorly visited whatsoever,
it is too early for the Greek internet users to get really familiar-
ized with them and evaluate their effectiveness even if they are
open-minded, extraverted, and agreeable.

Conclusion

As already mentioned, this research is the first to be done in
Greece and we know that our conclusions are tentative in view
of further investigation and methodological triangulation. More
than so as similar projects in other countries, especially when it
comes to the impact of the Big 5 personality traits on fake news
recognition and conspiratorial thinking, researchers used qualita-
tive and experimental psychological methods (Calvillo et al 2021;
Barmanand Conlan 2021; Gumelar et al. 2018). At any rate, how-
ever, our results are congruent with the ‘ambivalent’ attitudes
of the audiences towards fact-checking organizations (Brandtza-
eg et al. 2017; Walter et al. 2019; Robertson, Mourao and Thor-
son 2020; Demertzis, Poulakidakos, Tsekeris 2022). Though fact-
checking has already made significant steps worldwide, it appears
to be going through its infancy in Greece. Fact-checking initia-
tives face many challenges such as the emotional climate of pub-
lic distrust and cynicism (Demertzis 2020) that nurtures the “vi-
cious circle of disbelief” (Brandtzaeg et al. 2017), along with the
rise of conspiracy theories that seek to provide simplistic answers
to the concurrent crises of our times.

Fact-checking is not panacea, a catch-all solution in terms of
addressing all the issues stemming from fake news and their re-
percussions. Still, fact-checking initiatives in Greece are increas-
ing and seek to leave their own footprint in the (digital) public
sphere. In our view, fact-checking’s major task is to provide as
accurate information as possible, not to change people’s political
orientations and preferences (Demertzis, Poulakidakos, Tseker-
is 2022). As evident from our own research, parts of the (digital)
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audience seem to ‘respond’ positively to fact-checking organi-
zations. It remains to be seen, whether fact-checking in Greece
will win the bet of popularity and manage to disseminate its ra-
tionale as wide as possible.

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Introduction

Faxe NEWsS, disinformation, and misinformation have become
significant concerns in the political communication landscape,
particularly in recent years. The rise of these phenomena can
be traced back to events such as Donald Trump’s presidency in
the United States and the Leave campaign’s victory in the UK’s
EU membership referendum in 2016. The Covid-19 pandemic
has further accelerated the spread of and research into disinfor-
mation, misinformation, and fake news. Fake news, disinforma-
tion, and misinformation are often used interchangeably to re-
fer to false or misleading messages that are presented as infor-
mative content (Guess and Lyons 2020: 10). Researchers and ex-
perts are working to identify the sources, mechanisms, and im-
pacts of fake news, disinformation, and misinformation in or-
der to mitigate their negative effects on the quality of democra-
cy and public discourse.

It is crucial for individuals to critically evaluate the informa-
tion they encounter and rely on trusted sources for accurate and
reliable news. Additionally, efforts from technology companies,
policymakers, and society as a whole are necessary to address
this complex issue and promote a more informed and resilient
information ecosystem.

Scholars define misinformation as ‘a claim that contradicts
or distorts commonly accepted facts that can be verified” (Guess
and Lyons 2020), or as unintentionally inaccurate and mislead-
ing information (Rubin 2019). According to Tucker et al. (2018),
disinformation is a subset of misinformation that is intention-
ally spread. Disinformation aims to deceive and poses a threat
to the integrity of knowledge, as stated by Pérez-Escolar et al.
(2023). While misinformation can occur unintentionally, disin-
formation is intentionally crafted with the purpose of influencing
opinions and promoting one political group over another (Tuck-
er et al. 2018; Guess and Lyons 2020). Various forms of disinfor-
mation result in different kinds of misleading information. We
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can adopt the categorization presented by Wardle and Derakh-
shan (2017), who argue that there exist various forms of disinfor-
mation, including satire or parody, misleading content, impos-
tor content, fabricated content, false connection, false content,
and manipulated content. False content, commonly referred to
as ‘fake news’, is a form of disinformation deliberately created
to mislead readers. These misleading articles are often shared on
social media platforms with the intention of going viral (Penny-
cook and Rand 2019; Tandoc, Lim, and Ling 2018) or are made
to resemble legitimate articles from reputable newspapers (Guess
and Lyons 2020).

The most crucial aspect of disinformation is associated with
the intrusion of digital media in the public sphere. The digital
age has altered the manner in which these messages are pro-
duced, disseminated, and understood, along with their poten-
tial impacts (Freelon and Wells 2020). There are several crucial
aspects to the interplay between the transition to the digital age
and the rise of disinformation, one of which is the merging of in-
formation, discursive possibility, and social networking (Bruns
and Burgess 2012). This factor appears to determine the role that
the internet plays in the dissemination of disinformation. Any-
one, not only journalists and news media, has the ability to pub-
lish, curate, aggregate, reshape, repurpose, and define ‘news’
(Van Aelst et al. 2015). Digital media serves as both a free service
to attract visitors to their news articles and a convenient tool for
gathering news (Malik and Pfeffer 2016; Hermida 2013). Anoth-
er critical aspect of the relationship ‘between misinformation
and the proliferation of digital media lies in the blurred lines be-
tween news and entertainment, the rise of numerous news sites,
and the constant pressure of the 24-hour news cycle’ (Desai et
al. 2021). These factors may have an impact on professional jour-
nalistic standards and ethics. In this context, established media
and journalists are willing to shift from their traditional gate-
keeping role to one of gate watching, news moderation, and fa-
cilitation (Jarvis 2006; Reese and Shoemaker 2016). The above
leads to another aspect of the relationship between disinforma-
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tion and social media: online networking has the potential to
blur the lines between professional journalism and citizen par-
ticipation in news production and sharing.In this sense, the tra-
ditional journalistic practice of heavily relying on elite sources
for credible information (Gans 2005), a recognized form of gate-
keeping, has faced significant challenges. Media outlets and jour-
nalists have extensively utilized websites and social media plat-
forms. Scholars have employed intriguing concepts to describe
collaborative forms of online information creation and content
production (Jarvis 2006).The term ‘networked 4th estate’ (Ben-
kler 2011) encompasses the collaborative etforts of professional
journalists, citizens, and social movements in creating a decen-
tralized democratic discourse. This concept is often referred to
as ‘networked journalism” (Jarvis 2006), which combines collab-
orative and collective action to form what is commonly known as
‘participatory journalism’ (Hermida 2012).The impact of these
issues on the rise of skepticism and distrust has prompted the
discussion on the methods and strategies to tackle and counter
these phenomena (Bennett and Livingston 2020; Shu et al. 2020).
Therefore, the increasing mistrust in media and governmental
institutions is closely connected to the consumption of disinfor-
mation and fake news. The relationship between distrust and dis-
information is becoming more salient. Scholars argue that per-
ceptions of misinformation and disinformation are linked to a
decline in trust in news media (Hameleers et al. 2022). They al-
so suggest that media manipulation is a secure method to erode
trust in mainstream media (Marwick and Lewis 2017). Either dis-
trust in the media is perceived as a factor that contributes to dis-
information, or as an outcome of disinformation. Both perspec-
tives are crucial for comprehending the phenomenon of disin-
formation.

Therefore, the relationship between distrust and disinforma-
tion is reciprocal, as disinformation can significantly contribute
to the decline of political trust. The media environment, wheth-
er it is traditional mainstream outlets or online platforms and so-
cial media, can directly or indirectly influence public perception
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of the trustworthiness and transparency of politics, politicians,
and government officials. Both political scandals and cynical mes-
sages about politics, politicians, and government can also directly
impact forms of political trust, such as trust in the government
(Einstein and Glick 2015) or trust in news reporting (Grafl et
al. 2021), contributing to public contestation regarding the trust-
worthiness of political actors, government officials, and the me-
dia. False or inaccurate information, whether shared uninten-
tionally or deliberately fabricated and disseminated, appears to
pose a challenge for professional journalism in inciting debates
and prompting actions (Beckett 2017). The significant increase
in fake news on social media (Bradshaw et al. 2020; Fletcher et
al. 2018; Guess et al. 2018) and the deliberate use of social me-
dia to target, intimidate, and harass independent news media,
journalists, and their audiences (Posetti et al. 2019: 10) provide
a new opportunity to advocate for and reaffirm the vital signifi-
cance of protessional journalism in open and democratic societ-
ies. Media effects research indicates that exposure to fake news
and disinformation primarily causes harm by fostering cynicism
and apathy, as well as fueling extremism and affective polariza-
tion (Lazer et al. 2018). These less obvious effects of misinforma-
tion have rarely been examined. However, research conducted by
Van Duyn and Collier (2019) indicates that even elite discourse
surrounding fake news can diminish trust in the media and im-
pair the public’s capacity to accurately discern accurate news.
As Beckett (2017) has argued, ‘In my sector of journalism, fake
news is the best thing that has happened in decades. It provides
mainstream quality journalism with the opportunity to demon-
strate its value through expertise, ethics, engagement, and expe-
rience’; however, the abundance of fake news on the internet,
along with the difficulty of identifying fake news, has become a
significant challenge to the quality of democracy.

In the case of Greece, the media is characterized by an ex-
cessive number of outlets, surpassing what a small market can
support (Papathanassopoulos et al. 2021).The Greek media land-
scape is characterized by low trust in mainstream media, jour-
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nalists, and news, as well as low readership. There is a high reli-
ance on social media for accessing information, along with a sig-
nificant concentration of media ownership. Additionally, there
are close connections between mass media and politicians and/or
political parties, contributing to a politically polarized press (Ka-
logeropoulos 2021).The two surveys conducted by the Reuters
Institute (Newman et al. 2020, 2021) indicate that the media are
still widely distrusted among Greek citizens. However, it is note-
worthy that trust in news in Greece has seen a four-percentage-
point increase (Newman et al. 2020, 2021), and trust in the press
has risen by 14 percentage points between 2019 and 2020-2021
(Standard Eurobarometer 76-94)." Furthermore, Greece is re-
garded as one of the most susceptible countries in Europe to dis-
information and fake news. According to the Media Literacy In-
dex 2021 (Lessenski 2021) created by the European Policies Ini-
tiative (EuPlI) of the Open Society Institute-Sofia, which assess-
es the potential resilience to fake news in 35 European countries
using indicators for media freedom, education, and trust in peo-
ple, Greece ranks at the bottom, in 27th place out of 35 coun-
tries. It is included in the fourth worst group out of five ranking
groups, along with Turkey and several other Balkan countries.
These countries possess a limited ability to address the impacts
of fake news and disinformation, primarily because of their low
rankings in terms of media freedom and education.

This exploratory research contributes to a better understand-
ing of disinformation and the strategies to combat it from the
perspective of political communication experts, mass media pro-
fessionals, and fact-checkers. In the following sections, we first
describe the methodological tools used to collect and analyze da-
ta regarding the disinformation landscape in Greece. Next, we
turn our attention to the definition of the phenomenon, as dis-
information frequently intersects with misinformation and fake
news in public and political discussions. Afterward, we strive to
enhance our comprehension of the aforementioned within the

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broader framework of media distrust and deception, along with
its significance in democratic societies. Ultimately, we empha-
size the crucial findings and areas of consensus among our inter-
viewees regarding counter strategies, in order to formulate ap-
proaches to tackle the issue.

Methods and data

Our data comes from the research conducted for the project ‘En-
lightened Trust. An examination of trust and distrust in gover-
nance-conditions, effects and remedies’, funded by the EU-Ho-
rizon 2020 and the work package investigating the role of the
media in trust/distrust.? In the particular strand of our research,
we focused on the different aspects and the counter-strategies
of disinformation in all participating countries.The goal is to ex-
plore the degree to which disinformation is intentionally crafted
and strategically deployed as a tool to instill distrust in political
representatives, democracy, expertise, and science.

For the purpose of our research, we conducted ten semi-
structured interviews with media and communications experts
that have been engaged, directly or indirectly, in the struggle
against fake news during the pandemic (D6ringer 2021; Soest
2023). Because of the exploratory nature of this research and the
guidelines of this strand of the research project, we have chosen-
experts on the field on the basis of their experience and work in
journalism and their expertise in news validity and fight against
disinformation and fake news. More specifically, in order to have
a more detailed perspective of the field, we referred to experts
from different media and communication ecosystems. We inter-
viewed two journalists from public broadcasting media (TV chan-
nel and radio), two journalists from mainstream media (TV chan-
nel and newspaper), two experts from fact-checking initiatives,

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two journalists from digital media, one government representa-
tive and one expert from a scientific observatory on fake news
in the EU. The interviews were conducted by two of the authors
in February and March 2022, online using a digital communica-
tion platform. The average duration of the interviews was about
one hour.

Following an interview guide, each respondent was invited to
share their thoughts, opinions and experiences regarding the sit-
uation of fake news in general, how fake news affect trust in the
political system, in experts and in journalism and what are the
counter-strategies they suggest.? For the analysis, we followed a
qualitative content analysis methodology in order to gain knowl-
edge and new insights for the phenomenon of disinformation in
the Greek media (Elo and Kyngés 2008; Schreier 2012). The cod-
ing scheme that resulted from the coding of transcripts follows
the interview guide:

Disinformation or misinformation and fake news?
Defining categories of unreliable information

While fake news has been present for a very long time, the phe-
nomenon itself is an ‘integral part of the media ecosystem’ (Krau-
se et al. 2019), existing as rumors and false stories even before
the advent of the printing press. However, in recent times, fake
news has evolved into a significant global problem that is chal-
lenging to mitigate. The easy access to information through on-
line social networks facilitates the spread of information, includ-
ing fabricated news. These false stories mimic the format of le-
gitimate news media but deviate from the norms and standards
that ensure accuracy and credibility (Lazer et al. 2018).

In the literature, fake news is defined as manufactured infor-
mation that lacks the editorial norms and processes of the news
media, guaranteeing the reliability and trustworthiness of the
media product (ibid.). Fake news overlaps with misinformation,
identified as false or misleading information, and disinforma-
tion, which is the deliberate spread of false information to mis-
lead people (ibid; Jaster and Lanius 2021). During the pandemic,
fake news became commonplace, especially on social media. The
digital communication ecosystem has contributed to the spread
of misleading information. False information created intention-
ally or unintentionally during the pandemic resulted from both
distrust in mainstream media and the erosion of trust. However,
the decline in trust in political institutions is not a general trend
but is mostly linked to the political orientation of users exposed
to fake news (Ognyanova et al. 2020).

By interviewing media and communication experts in Greece
involved in creating credible news and/or fighting fake news dur-
ing the pandemic, we aim to explore the outbreak of fake news
and the spread of misinformation and disinformation in Greece
during the COVID-19 pandemic. Since Greece has already expe-
rienced a major financial crisis leading to the production of fake
news, inaccurate information, and ‘conspiracy theories’, a no-
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tion related to fake news (Bernecker, Flowerree and Grundma-
nn 2021), we wanted to find out whether the COVID-19 pandem-
ic exacerbated these phenomena or gave them different charac-
teristics.

Aligned with theoretical considerations tracing the histori-
cal roots of fake news back to the propaganda of authoritarian
regimes (Fox 2020), our informants, reflecting on the propagan-
da of totalitarian regimes in the 20th century, believe that we
are now facing a new version but a continuation of this phenom-
enon. The historical depth of the phenomenon is the first re-
sponse of our interviewees to their intention of definition of the
phenomenon. Our informants make a distinction between dis-
information and misinformation, claiming that misinformation
is a phenomenon that occurred throughout the entire 20th cen-
tury, especially during wartime. According to them, the example
of Hitler’s propaganda that pioneered fake news can be consid-
ered as the historical background and archetype of this phenom-
enon. In our time, the phenomenon is linked ‘to the lack of ver-
ification of the journalistic sources’ (Alternative media 1). An
interviewee from public broadcasting argues that we can trace
the existence of fake news as far back as 30 years ago when po-
litical actors and parties circulated information through non-pa-
pers to cover political leaders and decisions. According to our in-
terviewee, journalists at that time weren’t aware of this practice
and therefore tended to reproduce the fake news circulated by
political actors, who were the main and privileged sources of in-
formation at that time (Public broadcasting 2).

Our interviewees converged on their criteria that distinguish
misinformation from disinformation. The first criterion is relat-
ed to the conscious/unconscious, intentional/unintentional as-
pects of the dis/misinformation phenomenon, the second to its
nature, and the third to the dynamics of its diffusion. Regarding
the first criterion, misinformation, according to our informants,
is false information spread regardless of the intention to mis-
lead. In other words, misinformation is identified with the unin-
tentional use of false information that can also have harmful ef-
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fects, whereas disinformation is perceived as the intentional use
of false information. So, while disinformation is the intentional
spreading of false information, misinformation doesn’t include
intention, which is perceived as the non-intentional use of wrong
or false information. Disinformation is the deliberate attempt to
mislead the public in order to gain some advantage, while mis-
information is the unintentional use of misleading information.

In the same vein, unconscious aspects of misinformation
are related to strong links between the political and economic
spheres and the media (Public broadcasting 2). Misinformation
1s also linked to stereotypes and biases. According to our inter-
viewee from public broadcasting, biased information is produced
unintentionally as journalists attempt to convey an ideological
view to the public (Public broadcasting 2). Furthermore, the un-
conscious aspect of misinformation is related to the mass use of
social media by people who aren’t familiar with it, who misin-
terpret and unknowingly reproduce its content (Fact-checking
initiatives 2).

In contrast to misinformation, disinformation refers to the
deliberate use and spread of fake news in a bottom-up or a top-
down way. In the bottom-up way, conspiratorial texts, hypothe-
ses, or scenarios are published as if they were real news. In the
top-down way, those who possess political or economic power
can use fake news to downgrade or upgrade events, views, or sce-
narios to real events.

Fake news is everywhere... [ have also been a victim of fake news,
mainly because I was in a hurry, because of stupidity, and I haven’t
cross-checked what I read, let’s say, in the Guardian. I take it
somewhat for granted because it was published in a credible me-
dium. It’s not even that anymore, even that is questionable. (Pro-
fessionals 2)

The second criterion mentioned by our respondents is the one-
sided information that lies behind the way the media tend to
present news. At the expense of objectivity and a thorough ex-
amination of the facts, the media often select and present news
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content that is of main interest to specific targets and media con-
sumers. In this sense, disinformation is related to propaganda.
Among our informants, one interviewee (Public broadcasting 1)
perceives disinformation as part of the propaganda process. The
journalist denies the distinction between misinformation and dis-
information, claiming that there is research-based news that in-
cludes all the views on a subject. From his/her point of view, dis-
information refers to the kind of news that hasn’t accomplished
their role, as they don’t include all the views on an issue. The in-
terviewee underlines the need to find out the narratives that lie
behind disinformation. In this sense, the interviewee mentions
an interesting example of how the neo-Nazi party Golden Dawn
created a story connecting immigrants, racism, hate speech, and
spread it in the mainstream and online media. This type of in-
formation could not be overturned because citizens didn’t have
the possibility to cross-check it and reveal what was behind it
(Public broadcasting 1).

Finally, regarding the third criterion, the spread of false in-
formation is linked to the digital intrusion into public life. The
competition in the media field for clickbaits, the abundance of
information, and the oversupply of digital media outlets have in-
creased the need for eye-catching, hyperbolic headlines and fas-
cinating information to attract the user’s attention. In this case,
eye-catching information is synonymous with misinformation:

We have to get the fancy news not even cross-checked, in which
I am not interested in as long as | present the news to the public
so that many people can see the news and get impressed. (Fact-
checking initiatives 2)

Determinants of disinformation in the media

A part of the literature concentrated on disinformation focuses on
sources or intentions. Although it is crucial to identify the origi-
nators of disinformation, this is not an easy task. Kalsnes (2018)
summarizes the originators and their motives in three categories:
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political, financial, and social. Political motivation is usually con-
nected with propaganda that political actors produce to either in-
fluence the public or harm their political opponents. This tactic
is also used in interstate relationships with the aim of manipulat-
ing specific events, such as elections in another country or war.

Financial motivation is more recent and has risen with the
increased use of social media. This type of motivation can also
be characterized as a ‘clickbait’ technique, the goal of which is
to stimulate public interest with fake, elusive but also attractive
news to gain as many clicks as possible and thus increase adver-
tising revenues.

Finally, social motivation refers to attracting attention or
building status. Sharing fake news is a common practice among
people who want to attract an audience and become influencers
in a certain community by entertaining and/or provoking (Egel-
hofer and Lecheler 2019). Recent research (Marwick and Lewis
2017) examines this type of disinformation in far-right commu-
nities where sexist and/or racist content provokes “lulz’.

The above-mentioned aspects of intentional false informa-
tion are also reported by our interviewees, but according to them,
the originators of this type of information are not always trace-
able, especially when it concerns disinformation. In unintention-
al false information originators are easily traced because they are
usually refuted and in some cases they are forced to make cor-
rective statements.

Our informants, in alignment with research in the field,
agree that the identity of the originators of disinformation is un-
known. However, upon examining their motivations or inten-
tions, it becomes evident that political actors are the most signif-
icant and salient players in the disinformation arena. These ac-
tors possess the means to spread fake news and disinformation,
thereby increasing their saliency. Moreover, our informants dis-
tinguish between specific profiles of originators depending on
the thematic scope of fake news. They attribute fake news to po-
litical opportunities, with political motivations and specific tar-
gets ranging from political personnel of the country to political
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parties and other nations. Experts in tracing fake news argue
that at the political level, it is very common to encounter fake
news or disinformation regarding the governing party/ies. Usu-
ally, this type of information originates from or is disseminated
by the opposition and its affiliated media. Disinformation and
fake news are also prevalent in international relations between
countries, especially during crisis periods. The recent invasion
of Russia in Ukraine serves as an example of this type of misin-
formation, which has monopolized fact-checking initiatives over
the past months. According to EDMO (2022), the ‘Ukraine-relat-
ed disinformation is the biggest disinformation phenomenon ev-
er recorded by EDMO monthly briefs’.

Starting from the simplest, somebody discrediting somebody else,
so they can start spreading false rumors — which can be on a per-
sonal level, but then of course it can be intensified a lot on the po-
litical and/or on the state level. We are now seeing the situation
with Ukraine, where fake news can come from both sides. (EU
Fact-checking Observatory)

Experts in fact-checking, drawing on their experience debunk-
ing fake news, and professional journalists conducting investiga-
tive research on issues such as the pandemic, acknowledge that
a portion of intentionally false information in Greece, fitting in-
to the context of political opportunities, originates from far-right
groups. These groups promote specific anti-immigration, anti-
system, anti-Semitic, [slamophobic, racist, and largely conspira-
torial discourses. This type of disinformation does not have iden-
tifiable originators by name but is disseminated through specif-
ic blogs, web pages, and social media accounts that are intercon-
nected. In other words, it represents a well-recognized form of
information —particularly prevalent during the pandemic— that
is reproduced from specific sources (web pages, blogs, social me-
dia accounts) by anonymous authors and originators, echoing
the far-right discourse.

Furthermore, the anti-systemic environment, especially con-
cerning the pandemic, encompasses an ideological mix of individ-
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uals from both the far right and the far left, bound by a shared
distrust in politics. Many of these sources have posted content
not only questioning the implemented measures but also chal-
lenging the very nature of the pandemic. They have circulated
articles asserting specific motives and conspiracies behind the
spread of the pandemic and the mandatory vaccination.

What I personally observed as a journalist during the pandemic,
when I covered the first demonstrations against compulsory vac-
cination, which, in fact, were against vaccination in general, was
that all the people shared a common sentiment: they didn’t trust
the state, not even 100%. There were too many far-right individ-
uals present, specifically supporters of Kasidiaris. Additionally,
there was a mix of anti-authoritarians, anarchists, and so on. So,
it wasn’t a case of ideological convergence. (Professionals 2)

With the pandemic vaccines and chips, with immigration, the far-
right organizations are winning the game, they are sprouting up
on the internet. (Alternative media 2)

There are clusters. Well, there are communicating vessels, i.e.,
pages that communicate with each other, which reproduce speci-
fic web pages, which reproduce... so it opens up like this. (Fact-
checking initiative 1)

In this direction, of conspiratorial and radical attitudes promo-
ted via fake news, our informants also stress the role of religious
groups in Greece. The role of these groups in the spread of fake
news is well-known, and their attitude during the pandemic
was expected or, at least, did not come as a surprise to anyone.
These groups promoted conspiratorial beliefs about the ‘evil’
behind the pandemic and how our faith in God can overcome
everything. For that reason, many clergy members prohibited
the use of masks inside churches and did not follow the rules re-
garding the pandemic. Although the official Church of Greece,
through public announcements, called on the congregation to
follow the rules for protection from the pandemic, there was a
part of the clergy that reacted to the prohibition of church ser-
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vices and were extremely against the vaccination program. They
circulated conspiracy theories about the mark of the Beast/An-
tichrist that would be inserted into the human body via the vac-
cine (Issaris et al. 2023).

Well, it was very impressive because when the Old Calendarists’
church conducted services during the lockdowns, everyone inside
didn’t wear masks, without any precautions, right? On the other
hand, the priest of the local church —because there is also a reg-
ular church— is forced to enter the discourse of the Old Calendar
priest because he is afraid that he will take away his clientele. (Al-
ternative media 1)

Okay, regarding fake news in relation to the pandemic, we’re not
discussing the important role of the church. Or, if not necessari-
ly the church as an institution, certainly too many people. I mean,
I’ve been in too many groups when I’ve done corresponding re-
ports on conspiracy theories and so on. We talk about too much
orthodoxy in Greece in Facebook groups that are all about the vac-
cine being the devil, it’s the mark. (Professionals 2)

Moving to the financial aspect, experts use the term ‘clickbait’
news to describe the new landscape in mass media, highlight-
ing increased competition and the media owners’ need for pro-
fit. They recognize that the competition among media outlets to
publish or broadcast news first has led to the ‘light version of
disinformation, the mistakes” (Fact-checking initiative 2). Ma-
ny media organizations, whether online or offline, and journal-
ists have not followed verification procedures and a code of eth-
ics due to the pressure of competition and the pursuit of finan-
cial gain. This has resulted in flashy but unverified news and dis-
information.

The media have settled with this situation. They will publish a
corrective statement, and that’s it. They will change a word or a
phrase, thinking it is fine. However, they are not disturbed enough
to implement a procedure for checking the information they pub-
lish. (Fact checking initiative 2)
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They also stress the declining role of traditional media, connect-
ed with the salience of social media in news reports, and how this
imbalance contributes to the rise of disinformation. This inter-
play between the transition to the digital age and the rise of dis-
information can be summarized in three interesting aspects. The
first is the reinforcement of competition in the media field. The
explosion of the internet contributed to the creation of a pleth-
ora of information websites and the transformation of citizens
into small reporters (Fact-checking initiative 2). In this environ-
ment, anyone —not just journalists and news media— can publish,
curate, aggregate, reshape, repurpose, and define ‘news’. The
same mechanisms are also emphasized in the literature. Some au-
thors indicate that the first-hand reporting of events as they oc-
cur and the instant assessment of the newsworthiness of events,
combined with the web’s massive use for ongoing discussions,
construct an ambient news environment (Van Aelst et al. 2015).
The above leads to the second aspect of the relationship be-
tween disinformation and social media and suggests that online
networking has the potential to blur the boundaries between
professional journalism and citizen engagement in news produc-
tion and sharing. The information doesn’t follow the tradition-
al path of old media, where a professional journalist, a member
of a journalist’s association, followed a specific trajectory in pub-
lishing credible news (Fact-checking initiative 2). Digital technol-
ogies and social media platforms empower users to create news
content, although this content may lack credibility and accura-
cy, forcing traditional media to adapt user-generated news into
their content. Networked journalism is gaining ground in Greece
due to the extensive spread of social media and changes in me-
dia consumption habits, primarily during the economic crisis.
The third critical aspect of the relationship between disinfor-
mation and digital media is the blurring of boundaries in the use
of sources that has led to the overabundance of information flows,
coupled with the economic gain created by clickbaits. For many
of our interviewees, the abundance of information is a critical
parameter leading to misinformation. As one interviewee states:
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I believe that an excess of information can lead to misinformation.
Suddenly, there is a vast amount of information that has not been
evaluated by professionals. These experts can determine the accu-
racy of the information, identify its source, and assess its credibi-
lity. (Government representative)

The same sentiment is echoed by other interviewees who high-
light the infiltration of fake news and propaganda into the realm
of information production. The role of journalists is crucial as
a counterbalance to misinformation and distrust. Gatekeeping
and cross-checking, considered core journalistic responsibilities
in an era of abundant online information are defended by our
respondents based on fundamental journalistic norms. This in-
cludes non-partisanship and accountability, and vice versa. As
Reuters proudly states, ‘Our reputation for accuracy and freedom
from bias rests on the credibility of our sourcing’. If journalism
aims to defend the public interest, it should act as independent-
ly as possible, striving to avoid biases, maintaining impartiality,
adhering to verified facts, utilizing credible and transparent ver-
ification methods, and refraining from taking sides on issues of
public controversy, including politics.

Apart from the consequences related to digital journalism,
another mechanism contributing to the spread of disinformation
is mentioned, associated with the economic aspect of informa-
tion. An informant states that a segment of society has forsaken
traditional media because people didn’t want to pay for them.
The journalist explains that the debt crisis in Greece led consu-
mers to stop buying newspapers due to a reduction in their sala-
ries. The journalist posed the question as early as 2012, ‘whether
people don’t want to pay because they don’t trust the media, or
people don’t trust the media because they don’t pay for the in-
formation’. However, the decrease in salaries meant that many
citizens opted for free information through private TV and the
internet instead of paying for news. As he concludes, ‘I believe
that in Greece, a whole generation grew up without paying for
the information they read’. (Alternative media 1).

Effects of the pandemic. Trust in journalism
during the pandemic

Generally speaking, the pandemic has contributed to rebuilding
trust in the news. According to Newman et al. (2021), trust in-
creased by an average of six percent during the Coronavirus pan-
demic, bringing trust levels back to those of 2018. However, the
situation varies widely from country to country. In Greece, trust
increased by four percentage points during the initial period of
the pandemic but remained considerably lower than in many
other countries in the European South and the Balkans (Portu-
gal, Spain, Italy, Croatia, Romania) (Newman et al. 2021: 82-83).

Our informants see this situation as an opportunity, albe-
it a missed one. They attribute responsibility to both journalists
for not resisting to the spread of unscientific views in the media
and to national scientific authorities for not taking action against
practices like those followed by the media. The pandemic ‘gave
them a second chance to regain their lost credibility. This oppor-
tunity was lost. That’s the problem; Greeks don’t trust the me-
dia...” (Fact-checking initiative 2).

They precisely define what is meant by a ‘missed opportuni-
ty’: Although mainstream media acted as a conduit for informa-
tion from international organizations such as the World Health
Organization and domestic institutions like the National Pub-
lic Health Organization to the public, many of these media out-
lets, as well as numerous local and fringe media, allocated suf-
ficient space to the anti-scientific views of anti-vaccinators, of-
ten without refutation and counter-argumentation. In the pur-
suit of viewership, readership, and media popularity, credibility
has been sacrificed:

I’m from Thessaloniki, where local channels disseminate misin-
formation about the pandemic from morning till night. Similar-
ly, radio stations in the region are actively spreading misleading
information throughout the day. Has the National Broadcasting
Council intervened? Has any journalists’ association spoken out
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about these media practices? Have other journalists come forward
to highlight this problem? (Fact-checking initiative 2)

The outbreak of the coronavirus crisis has been accompanied
by an explosion of disinformation and fake news related to Co-
vid-19, particularly on social media. The results of a survey con-
ducted by the Journalism Lab of Aristotle University of Thessa-
loniki during the initial period of emergency measures demon-
strated that the majority of respondents (62%) were influenced by
fake news, while the corresponding percentage dropped to 50%
in April 2020. A survey conducted during the second lockdown
(Prorata, May 5th to 10th, 2021) shows interesting results regard-
ing disinformation and fake news. According to the findings, 4
out of 10 respondents state that at least half of the internet-based
information to which they are exposed on a daily basis is either
false or misleading. They also estimate that the main sources
of disinformation are private interests and large media groups.

Furthermore, the large majority of respondents believe that
media in Greece aren’t objective enough, and television broad-
casters don’t criticize enough the decisions taken by the Greek
government. This is a result of the ‘traditional government-ori-
ented model” implemented in Greece, allowing for strong state
interventions and governmental interference in the media sec-
tor (Papathanassopoulos et al. 2021).

All respondents agree that the pandemic was a crucial point
for journalism. Media became monothematic, focusing almost
solely on the pandemic. All respondents admit that trust in jour-
nalism was already very low in Greece, and a large part of the
public was opposed to what is called ‘systemic media and system-
ic discourse’ (Alternative media 2). The distrust in mainstream
media alienated the public and also made them skeptical and re-
served about the information they were receiving. Therefore, the
pandemic did not dramatically change the public’s trust in the
media but contributed to the existing distrust. ‘I think that essen-
tially the pandemic came and consolidated a rift that had been
looming for the last one or two decades’ (Alternative media 2).
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Three factors related to information management, along with
a more political factor related to the government’s handling of
information, contributed to the strengthening of distrust. Firstly,
the news about the pandemic was often contradictory, with nu-
merous conflicting opinions on measures implemented by gov-
ernments worldwide. Secondly, news about the pandemic mo-
nopolized the newsfeed for months, intensifying a general sense
of suspicion, skepticism, and ambiguity regarding the pandemic
and vaccination. There was also a belief that the media couldn’t
be trusted because they were hiding something. Thirdly, many
of the distrusting audience members complained about the way
the media covered the pandemic, as only arguments about the
effectiveness of vaccines and the spread of the virus were dis-
played without presenting any other perspectives.

Another issue related to political management concerns how
the Greek government financially supported mainstream media
during the pandemic. This matter polarized public discourse and
sparked a political debate between the government and the op-
position, with accusations regarding the criteria the government
used to finance certain media while excluding others. As a re-
sult of this dispute, many people believed that the financial sup-
port for media not only had political criteria, as the opposition
claimed, but also had a manipulative motivation. They thought
that the government intended to control information regarding
the pandemic and vaccination.

In addition, there are two more general aspects of citizens’
perceptions regarding journalists that enhance distrust in the me-
dia. The first conception is the role played by journalists during
critical periods of political life, especially during the debt crisis
in Greece between 2010-2019. The watchdog role of journalism
has been severely blunted during such critical periods when in-
formation and journalists are expected to play a crucial surveil-
lance role. Journalists didn’t manage to present facts, provide
answers, or prevent issues. Generally speaking, media in Greece
are characterized by the lack of a strong journalism culture, a
disadvantage reinforced during the debt crisis. Our interviewees
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state that during the debt crisis, journalists didn’t manage to re-
spond to the problems of the period.

We understood that something wasn’t working well due to the
questions posed by our colleagues from foreign media. How could
people trust journalists? We woke up in the morning, and the coun-
try had signed a memorandum. Isn’t it the media’s fault? Obvi-
ously, the media are to blame. Do you want me to remind you of
earlier times? Do you remember the history of the stock market?
I was doing political reporting at the time, and every evening we
had a briefing with a top government official about the stock mar-
ket. And then the stock market crashed. People were devastated.
How can they believe us then? (Public broadcasting 2)

The second aspect of citizens’ conception is related to the fact
that they consider journalists as part of the political and econom-
ic elite. Citizens don’t trust journalists working in the mainstream
media because they believe that these journalists are neither inde-
pendent from the interests of the elite nor impervious to politi-
cal or economic influences. This lack of independence is strong-
ly associated with what is called ‘interplay’ (in Greek: ‘diaploki’
Stawhoxnt) between media owners and political power centers.

This perspective aligns well with the ‘closed information sy-
stems’ or ‘elite discourse networks’ perspectives (Davis 2007), whi-
ch suggest that policy elites (politicians, officials, and journalists)
form networks that are relatively shielded from the wider pub-
lic (Davis 2011: 109-111). The corrupted role played by journal-
ists in this interplay turns citizens to social media as a medium
that is seen as more familiar, pure, and resistant to pressures.
Because citizens don’t trust mainstream media, they turn to al-
ternative sources of information.

Therefore, mainstream media, composed of professional
journalists, are perceived as more credible than those working
for online news sites and blogs. The fact that distrust is expres-
sed toward mainstream media orients citizens to trust digital me-
dia more, despite digital media being more vulnerable to misin-
formation.
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Counter strategies

Tackling disinformation is a collective effort that involves various
key actors. Governments can enact legislation against the spread
of fake news. Media outlets can strengthen editorial standards to
block and/or detect misinformation and disinformation. Civil so-
ciety organizations play a crucial role in promoting transparen-
cy. Individuals and the public bear responsibility for the spread
of fake news, and technology companies can contribute by cre-
ating fact-checking mechanisms to prevent the creation and dif-
fusion of false information.

Epistemically responsible and trustworthy individuals, who
are information seekers and socially responsible, may be justified
in adopting ‘news abstinence’ and regulating their re-posting
behavior if they believe they are acquiring non-genuine (fake)
news that harms or exposes others to risk (Wright 2021; Gold-
berg 2021). The process of veritying the accuracy of news, either
as an ante-hoc or post-hoc procedure, aims to identity errors,
false information, untrue details, and misleading content to pro-
tect users and mitigate the ditfusion of false beliefs. The spread
of false information could undermine trust in mass media, sci-
ence, and political institutions.

In our discussions with respondents, we aim to cover the full
range of this topic. Processes of fact-checking, as well as the ex-
istence of organized documentation departments in mass media
that promote the systematization of the ‘hunt’ for untrue stories,
the debunking of fake news, and the verification of factual infor-
mation, are rather marginal in the Greek mass media landscape:

No, there is not [fact-checking]. If it is done, it is done on a case-
by-case basis, occasionally, there is no such thing [as fact-che-
cking]. (Government representative).

However, all informants believe that action should be taken
to combat disinformation and debunk fake news because, in
Greece, ‘the problem is huge compared to the rest of Europe’
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(Fact-checking initiative 1). Some interviewees think that the
EU ‘can play a role” (Professionals 2) in fighting fake news ‘from
the top [(the European level] to the bottom [the national level]’.
Our informants, irrespective of their professional status, also fa-
vor self-regulatory mechanisms to combat fake news and disin-
formation. It is considered a virtue for skilled professionals to
check their sources so that ‘nothing should be published unless
it has been checked a thousand times’ (Professionals 1). One
of the most experienced Greek journalists, who is also an infor-
mant, emphasizes that traditional media could reduce the ef-
fect of disinformation on trust. Traditional media, acting like
editorial machines, can reinforce cross-checking and the credi-
bility of news. By the term ‘editorial machine’, the interviewee
describes the capacity of a media organization to employ well-
trained and experienced editors, well-connected to both politi-
cians and experts, with access to reputable and credible sources.
As our interviewee underlines, editorial machines, to the extent
they existed in the past, were heavily affected by the debt crisis.
Since then, Greek media don’t make use of specialized depart-
ments, which is a crucial factor leading to distrust. As an inter-
viewee states, the use of highly specialized editors could be a so-
lution to the distrust problem, but it is not always the solution to
ensuring validity. Journalists from the public media, however,
who have held leading positions, have a more centralized model
in mind regarding how to ensure the validity of information and
avold disinformation:

Although some of our informants discuss the dimension of
a top-down logic in terms of quality control of information, such
a process can easily become manipulative and is, therefore, re-
jected. Those informants who play a role in the decision-making
process and/or observe the issue from the perspective of public
policy highlight the role of media companies that, despite the fi-
nancial costs, invest in the field of information quality, documen-
tation, and prevention of disinformation.

Fact-checkers, however, believe that cooperation with the
state in certain areas of information exchange —without violat-
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ing personal data— could contribute to the fight against disinfor-
mation. They explain that they were available to cooperate with
state institutions, such as the Ministry of Health during the pan-
demic, to promote the message against the ‘tsunami’ of misin-
formation and the fake news about the pandemic. Despite want-
ing to help the Ministry of Health and public institutions pro bo-
no, ‘to help their work, not to help ours’, their offer was ignored,
even though the World Health Organization asked for the con-
tribution of fact-checking organizations to immunize the public
and public opinion against fake news and disinformation.

However, the increased speed of information nowadays and
the competition between traditional media and social media
make cross-checking news and sources of information a diffi-
cult task. This point is also recognized by fact-checking initia-
tives, which acknowledge the time-consuming component of
fact-checking. According to their view, this acts as a deterrent
to adopting a structured and organized fact-checking process.

Given that fact-checking and ensuring validity are typical re-
sponsibilities of an editor-in-chief, our informants who had tak-
en on such a role mentioned the importance of intersubjective
trust as a counterbalance to their more or less centralized style
of media management. According to our informants, trust is an
alternative means of dealing with uncertainty regarding the va-
lidity of information. Intersubjective trust (i.e., trust between the
editor-in-chief and journalists in senior positions) limits uncer-
tainty and, theretore, the risk of disinformation, which is more
likely to occur in the context of a non-centralized management
style in media institutions.

After a period of time, once trust had been established, an
interviewee admitted that there was no longer any top-down con-
trol but rather a process of being informed by media executives
and the most influential journalists whom they trusted in terms
of what would be broadcast by a radio/TV channel.

It is important to point out that, in addition to the state and
state institutions, fact-checkers were also distrusted by tradi-
tional/critical citizens, as well as by the journalists’ union, which
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showed almost complete ignorance of their tools and working
methods. Some newspapers also viewed fact-checking initiatives
with suspicion or even disdain, considering them as ‘government
whitewashing’ or ‘censorship’ initiatives.

Opinions about the profiling and attitudes of citizens vulner-
able to fake news are divided among our informants. The fact-
checkers agree that there are closed communities, small in size,
that share certain attitudes and beliefs: they are anti-immigrant,
Islamophobic, and anti-Semitic. They participate in internation-
al networks that became more pronounced during the pandemic
in the context of the so-called anti-vaccination movement. How-
ever, interviewees from the alternative media landscape point
out that communities you wouldn’t expect are vulnerable to fake
news stories. Lower trust in the media is linked to fake news:

‘[...] people who have distanced themselves from the media a long
time ago’ are prone to fake news. “Their culture has been shaped
by the private media of the past thirty years ...” (Alternative me-
dia 1).

Our informants involved in fact-checking initiatives highlight-
ed the difficulties they faced in preventing the dissemination of
fake news to the public, which often goes unnoticed by both the
public and the media. ‘In simple words, it is not enough to re-
fute untrue stories; it is also extremely important that this refu-
tation is properly communicated to the public’ (Lamprou et al.
2021: 435).

Conclusions

For our respondents, the factors contributing to disinformation
are closely linked to the political motivations of political parties
and special groups, including far-right factions, etc. Additional-
ly, financial aspects play a significant role. Therefore, the fore-
most factor contributing to disinformation lies in the ascendan-
cy of social media. The spread of information through social me-
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dia, the reinforcement of competition in the media sphere, and
the blurring boundaries between protessional and citizen jour-
nalism are among the primary catalysts for the emergence and
spread of disinformation.

The roots of these expressions are to be found in the atten-
uation of traditional media experiencing a profound crisis glob-
ally. A substantial number of citizens no longer trust traditional
media, turning instead to the internet and social media, which
are becoming the main sources of information. This trend is not
unique to Greek media; traditional media worldwide are facing
a decline as audiences increasingly shift online. Greece is dispro-
portionately affected by this trend, even more so because of the
financial crisis and the stringent economic policies implement-
ed by the Greek government. The harshness of austerity mea-
sures and the ambiguity of the recovering effects of bailout pro-
grams on the Greek economy increased citizens’ distrust towards
the government and political institutions. The widespread per-
ception among many Greek citizens that journalists were an in-
tegral part of the elite system raised concerns about their impar-
tiality, further undermining media trust.

Amidst the financial crisis, trust in mass media and journal-
ism sank dramatically, and despite the ongoing recovery during
the pandemic, media trust in Greece remains below the Euro-
pean average. Similarly to Serbia but different from other Eu-
ropean countries, in Greece, trust in traditional media is very
low, while trust in social media is considerably higher. The co-
existence of low trust in traditional media alongside significant-
ly higher trust in social media in Greece presents an opportunity
to delve into the broader relationship between overall trust and
trust in social media.

Our informants express a sense of pessimism regarding the
prospects of recovery of trust in media and journalism. They be-
lieve that distrust is deeply rooted in socio-political structures
and the functioning of democracy. According to them, rebuild-
ing trust can only occur gradually, necessitating policies related
to improving education, particularly for the public and journa-
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lists. This includes efforts to improve journalist remuneration
and consolidate the independence of the media sector in relation
to political and economic influences.

This review discusses empirical evidence from recent psychological
research on misinformation. It focuses on the psychological process-
es underlying why people accept misinformation and how it can be
resisted. Regarding the factors facilitating acceptance, the relative re-
search is organized around three general theoretical approaches, the
cognitive-centered (misinformation as the result of lazy individual
thinking), the motivation-centered (misinformation as the result of
motivated reasoning in favor of people’s identities), and the ideolo-
gy-centered (misinformation as part of social thought and ideology).
The correction strategies are categorized depending on whether cor-
rection is introduced before (prebunking) or after (debunking) expo-
sure to misinformation.

Fakenews, fact-checking and propaganda
in parliamentary discourse

Political fact-checking is utilized in the public debate and academic re-
search in pursuance of tackling false content. However, it seems that
such processes are neglected in terms of their potential to demonstrate
the blanket, accusatory and essentially propagandistic use of the term
‘fake news’ in political discourse. On this basis we studied fake news
accusations made in plenary sessions of the Hellenic Parliament in or-
der to establish if they are verified through fact-checking or if they are
accompanied, at least, through argumentations which demonstrate the
alleged misinformation. Empirical research showed that the vast ma-
jority of relevant parliamentary accusations are completely separated
from the logical requirement of their explicit and substantiated verifi-
cation. We conclude therefore that such accusations operate in party
competition as propagandistic discourses.

The national elections of 17th November 1974
and the televisionization of the electoral competition

This paper examines the elections of 17th November 1974, the first
attempt of televisionization in the Greek electoral competition. As the
first elections in Greece after a decade of political instability, owing
to the diversion of democracy by dictatorship, these elections seem
interesting, since they reflect not only the political and executive
conditions of ‘Metapolitefsi’, but also the way and the relevant political
effects of the transition from ‘squares’ to television studios.
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Ron Eyerman’s books are quintessential intellectual products
of the ‘strong program’ of Cultural Sociology, one of the most
radical manifestations of the cultural turn that began to shape
in the end of the last century. Although Cultural Sociology and
Sociology of Culture may indeed share a ‘common repertoire
of terms’, the former highlights the analytical autonomy of cul-
tural structures and pinpoints the centrality of meaning-making
procedures.

In the first book, the author proceeds to a comparative ex-
amination of six political assassinations in three distinct nation-
al contexts using the methodological tools of cultural trauma
theory. Consistent with the nature of his aims, the interpretive
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schema of cultural trauma illuminates nuances of the collective
experience that have been on the analytical periphery of tradi-
tional sociological approaches for decades. Consequently, politi-
cal assassinations are now engraved on the core of the study of
cultural traumas. Perhaps the most challenging task that the au-
thor achieves is the unambiguous delineation of the factors that
either catalyze or attenuate the formation of a cultural trauma.

One would not exaggerate to claim that Eyerman’s monog-
raphy paved the intellectual path for the emergence of Memory,
Trauma and Identity, for it signified a critical moment of broa-
der consensus within the scientific community about the sig-
nificance of applying the cultural trauma theory in diverse do-
mains of the social field. Theorists now understand the need for
salient reconsiderations of the basic characteristics of the exist-
ing schema. They do so by highlighting structural transforma-
tions in the field of mass mediated representation, as is the ap-
pearance of new dominant media such as social media platforms
and of course the internet in a broader sense. When the authors
of the essays perceive major social phenomena of contemporary
history through the lenses of trauma and its role in shaping col-
lective memory, they essentially shed sufficient light to various
scientific lacunae.

The political assassinations on which the author concentrates
in the former book are those of Robert I'. Kennedy and Martin
Luther King in the USA, Olof Palme and Anna Lindh in Sweden
and Theo Van Gogh and Pim Fortuyn in the Netherlands. In the
first chapter, the author introduces the reader to the book’s prob-
lematic by describing the chronicle and the social circumstanc-
es of John F. Kennedy’s assassination with increased vividness.
Eyerman focuses on those aspects of the event that allow him to
illuminate key areas of the American cultural structure and to
illustrate the key questions that will be addressed in the follow-
ing chapters. Kennedy’s murder serves as a reference point for
other emblematic yet horrendous assassinations of late moder-
nity, especially in the context of mass-mediated representation
and the social evaluation of how well institutions perform. It al-
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so creates the conditions for the formation of a cultural trauma
in the United States; a trauma that becomes transparent only af-
ter the tragic occurrence of Martin Luther King’s (hereinafter
MLK) and Robert F. Kennedy’s (hereinafter RFK) assassinations.

Eyerman proceeds to a diligent clarification of his concep-
tual repertoire from the beginning of the first book. He clarifies
the concept of cultural trauma from one-dimensional approaches
and exo-sociological content. He additionally expresses the fun-
damental notion that a cultural trauma is constructed, not born,
i.e., that a complex and long-term process of deep transforma-
tions must take place until the appearance of indicators that tes-
tify to the existence of a cultural trauma. This re-emphasises the
distinction between psychological and cultural trauma, which is
explicitly underlined in nearly every theoretical text that frames
the ‘strong program’ (Smelser et al. 2004).

One can detect in Eyerman’s texts the notion that certain
horrific events, like political assassinations, contain as such with-
in themselves more layers of traumatic ‘fabric’; implying they
have relatively increasing chances of being evolved into cultur-
al traumas. Indeed, he reintroduces this concept with certainty
in his later book. But because Eyerman gradually develops a co-
hesive and less narrow approach to trauma, linking it with great-
er transformations of collective memory and identity, he thus
establishes a distinct ‘third paradigm’ that transcends the exist-
ing radical binary of naturalistic and constructivist viewpoints.

The understanding of trauma as a complex process becomes
even more evident with the second fundamental distinction of
Eyerman between ‘occurrence’ and ‘event’. The author gives
prominence to the term ‘event’, which contains within itself the
connotations of a parallel action taking place; implying the initi-
ation of its representation and conceptual reconstruction in the
media.

The third distinction concerns ‘social trauma’ and ‘cultural
trauma’. Drawing on Smelser’s conceptual repertoire, Eyerman
focuses not solely on shocking events that caused tears in the so-
cial fabric and were traumatic to small-scale collectivities; but on

broadly meaningful crises that led to the emergence of a public
discourse that tested established identities and founding myths
of entire nations. The role of carrier groups, media and the mor-
al framework is central. The former two because they make the
traumatic event accessible and comprehensible to the social body
by providing an explanatory platform, thus facilitating the suc-
cess of the trauma drama; the latter because it orients the mean-
ing struggle that arises in the aftermath of traumatic events.

Intellectuals can act, in fact, as pivotal carrier groups. One
can identify an interesting, yet neutral and less polemic defini-
tion of ‘intellectuals’ in Memory, Trauma and ldentity. 1 argue
that this anti-elitist perception allows him to pinpoint with clarity
the actual and decisive actors that engage in the meaning strug-
gle and enhance the ‘drama trauma’.

In the United States, MLK was an increasingly popular figure
and was perceived as an iconic representative of the civil rights
movement even before his assassination. It seems reasonable to
argue that MLK was a ‘celebrity-icon” accordant to the defini-
tion of Alexander, thus ‘an iconic form of collective represen-
tation central to the meaningtul construction of contemporary
society’ (Alexander, 2010). As a matter of fact, he embodied all
those characteristics that his assassin detested. The media were
quick to cover his murder and intensified the meaning struggle,
especially after the identity of the perpetrator was revealed. Ey-
erman portrays MLK’s transformation from an embodiment of
the civil rights movement to a universal symbol for equality and
freedom. The author identifies two main mechanisms at work
for such an outcome: the widespread, international dissemina-
tion of MLK’s message and the incorporation of MLK’s figure
even by the mechanisms of advertising.

A point of high significance during the trauma process that
cuts across the levels of memory, emotion and identity 1s, ac-
cording to Eyerman, the discourse regarding MLK’s commem-
oration. By choosing his birthday to memorialize his personali-
ty, King — and the message he represented — receives the high-
est after-death symbolic recognition, as he is commemorated in
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a manner similar to all those traditional figures that represent-
ed the ‘purest American values’. Similar mechanisms seem to
have worked after the assassination of Harvey Milk, in terms of
ascribing a meaning to his vision and assassination that is more
abstract and universal, rather local and particular.

The introductory chapter on JFK was indicative for the un-
derstanding of the interplay between key actors involved in the
trauma process, but additionally important for it is in JFK’s as-
sassination where the primary elements of the trauma are traced.
Consequently, the basic discursive universes and fields of con-
frontation will emerge most emphatically after the assassination
of his brother. When RFK was murdered, civil society, law en-
forcement and the medical system worked in such a way as to
prevent ‘another Dallas’ from happening. Thus the memory of
JFK was more than present after the death of his brother. One
would not exaggerate to argue that his memory took the form of
a collective expectation that institutions and judicial mechanisms
would function in a better way.

In the midst of an atmosphere of ‘meaning struggle’, vic-
tims and perpetrators cease to be mere individuals and embody
deep divisions and social rifts; nearly every person is thus called
upon to take a stand on these tragic phenomena. Eyerman finds
that RFK’s assassination was the catalytic event that prompted
the widening of the trauma, unlike preceding ‘social traumas’
such as the assassination of Malcolm X.

But one observes not just the re-appearance of his robust
terminology in his second book, rather the epistemological deep-
ening of it. Eyerman reiterates that trauma and its associated so-
ciocultural processes are in fact seldom homogenous. They cer-
tainly can be divisive, as is the case of the dominant narratives
embedded in the meaning struggle. Eyerman finds two dichoto-
mous narratives regarding black American collective represen-
tation, the ‘redemptive’ and the ‘progressive’ one. Proximal to
these divergent interpretations of the macro-historical phenom-
enon of racial segregation are the antithetical narratives that
framed the Vietnam War, the apotheosis of an avoidable conflict
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that traumatized rather than unified an entire nation and nu-
merous social groups.

When focalizing on political assassinations, the author ex-
plores the conceptual implications that the murders of Olof
Palme and Anna Lindh had in Swedish society. He argues that
those events were undoubtedly shocking and had potentiality of
testing Sweden’s self-image; that is, the notion of a qualitative
civil society of heightened democratic and political ethos. Yet
there was no reassessment of the Swedish founding narratives
nor collective self-reflective elements embedded in the public
debate that emerged after these events. Faithfulness to the post-
war social contract is maintained and despite the existence of
collective grief in both murders of these iconic Swedish figures,
the key carrier groups did not elevate these events to a higher
symbolic level. Eyerman concludes that no cracks in the foun-
dations of the Swedish state were detected, in visible contrast
to what happened in Poland decades after the Katyn Massacre.
By liberating free speech and letting a democratic public sphere
to appear, these inner catastrophes that remained hidden in in-
dividual memories could then be part of a tragic public history.

What undisputedly occurred in Sweden were fundamental
changes in institutions including law enforcement and the po-
litical party in which they both thrived (SAP). The author con-
notes that latent social divisions and areas of conflict were ab-
sent when the murders occurred; a dimension particularly im-
portant for the emergence of a cultural trauma.

The third pair of political assassinations of interest to Eyer-
man is that of Pim Fortuyn and Theo van Gogh in the Nether-
lands. The former prevailed in the collective consciousness as
a highly controversial yet charismatic figure; a bold representa-
tive of an emerging alt-right rhetoric that expressed a not insig-
nificant proportion of the Dutch social body. The author accu-
rately discerns, at this point, the subtle differences in the profile
of the murderer: he did not come from the lower levels of social
stratification, nor did he act out of impulsive action. Fortuyn’s
increased presence in the media and his ostensibly high electoral
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chances did actually trigger immense diffusion of mourning and
concerns about the state of freedom of speech in the country.

At the same time, the murder of Theo van Gogh brought to
the surface a similar, quite polemic public discourse. The ritualis-
tic dimension of the murder (namely the presence of a five-page
text pinned to the victim, the selection of specific dress code and
the knife as a weapon) added to the established narratives the as-
pect of religious fundamentalism and the dichotomous dynam-
ics of immigration; both then transformed into critical issues of
the political competition. As a personality, van Gogh was capa-
ble of evoking broad psychological identifications and his mur-
der was able to penetrate the perceptual and emotional schemas
of a large segment of the population. Eyerman concludes that
this event initiates an extensive debate about the foundations of
Dutch identity and a broad ‘renegotiation’ of the terms of the
Dutch social contract. In his previous book where he focuses
merely on the assassination of Theo Van Gogh, Eyerman has al-
so demonstrated the decline of other founding myths, especially
this of ‘the good Dutchman fighting for the Jews’. This may al-
so be the case of the My Lai Massacre during the Vietnam War,
which decisively expedited the trauma process and nearly anni-
hilated the heroic narratives that were to justify an already vul-
nerable collective sense of ‘American exceptionalism’.

In the concluding chapter the author reiterates that nothing
profound that could indelibly impact its equilibrium unveiled in
Swedish society after the two assassinations. For the process of
national self-criticism that pervaded the Dutch society after the
two murders was indeed absent in Sweden. He observes smooth
political transition and a lack of competent carrier groups (poli-
ticians, intellectuals, media representatives) to frame the trau-
matic event with a veil of meaning. Thus we return to the initial
argument that a cultural trauma cannot be merely — and is not —
the sum of collective pain. As argued on page 157, ‘the success
of trauma lies in the extent to which the collective in question
embodies and accepts the moral framework by which the distinc-
tion between good and evil is formed’.
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Eyerman’s explanatory efforts regarding the differences be-
tween the three states and those variables that hinder or cata-
lyze the trauma process are particularly heuristic. It is, however,
his most recent book that is characterized by a double addition-
al contribution: a) the scope of the application of cultural trau-
ma’s schema is considerably broadened and b) the theory is re-
newed, terminologies are deepened and a methodologically rich-
er work thus emerges.

Nevertheless, what is considered an intrinsic characteristic of
the cultural trauma theory is the notion that the examination is do-
ne ‘in retrospect’. Thus, there is a high degree of ambivalence re-
garding the moment when a researcher can assess the occurrence
of a cultural trauma without theoretical inhibition. On that account,
nearly a decade after the writing of the first book, new analyses
and readjustments may emerge based on these theoretical efforts.

For example, current rearrangements in the Swedish politi-
cal system can be regarded as indicators of: a) a different orien-
tation of Swedish society and b) a distinct change in the struc-
tures of collective emotions. The electorate is moving to the right
and the issues-at-stake are much more strongly related to immi-
gration policies, crime and gun ownership. Nowadays, the lead-
ing far-right politician Jimmie Akesson is characterized by ma-
jor media outlets as a central figure on the political scene, rath-
er than just a pariah. At the same time, the knife attack in Alme-
dalen brought Palme and Lindh murders back into the collec-
tive consciousness, what was described in poignant terms as ‘an
attack to Swedish democracy’. Scholars can probably argue that
new data exist on the basis of which the notion of a partly-open
cultural trauma in Sweden can be revisited. Hence, that a de-
bate about the foundations of Swedish society is tentatively be-
ginning to form. Although the reasoning regarding the absence
of a Swedish cultural trauma is re-introduced in 2019’s Memo-
ry, Trauma and Identity, I argue that the current period of time
is crucial for further discussions.

These remarks apparently do not undermine the fact that Ey-
erman’s books enrich cultural trauma theory and complement
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the efforts of the representatives of the ‘strong program’ to in-
stall an analytically more adequate and methodologically richer
sociological trend. They also help bridging the void between mi-
cro and macro perspectives and reaching into depths that can be
penetrated, according to Jeffrey Alexander, ‘only with the tools
of cultural sociology’ (Alexander, 2003, p.179). In particular, how-
ever, they provide a useful methodological platform for examin-
ing diverse cultural structures and national societies.

If one concentrates on political assassinations, for example,
one can detect assassinations in contemporary Greece that are ei-
ther utterly in accordance with the traditional definition of ‘po-
litical murder’, or are political in a broader sense. Let us refer to
the country’s proximal relationship with political and social vio-
lence, especially after the beginning of the Greek Crisis (Panag-
iotopoulos et al, 2021); the long-lasting presence of the Revolu-
tionary Organization 17 November, the most lethal, radical and
widely known organization the country has ever known; the as-
sassination of Gregorios Lambrakis in 1963 and Pavlos Bakoyan-
nis in 1989. These horrendous events have been systematically
and profoundly studied by several disciplines that have not been
particularly cultural (e.g. historiography). To borrow Lamont’s
phrase, ‘the tools of cultural sociology may prove invaluable in
identifying taken-for-granted cultural understandings that de-
serve scrutiny’ (Lamont, 2000). Consequently, a Greek Cultural
Sociology that would delve into the symbolic structures created
in the aftermath of the murders and would offer an explanation
as to whether these murders succeeded in causing large-scale re-
definitions of the Greek identity, is still absent.

Hence Eyerman’s overall oeuvre continues to provide an oc-
casion for fruitful debate on macro-historical phenomena. Its im-
portance as a useful tool for further examining the vibrant inter-
play between trauma-identity-collective memory is unequivocal.
