Empathy as the basis for the ethical consideration of other animals
Abstract

The philosophical tradition that is concerned with the moral consideration of non-
human animals, majorly draws its argumentation from either utilitarianism or the
rights theory. These two philosophical traditions acknowledge reason as the main tool
for the guidance of human moral stance. However, according to recent findings from
the field of neurosciences, the moral decision making of human beings is a result of
the interplay of reason and emotions, which confirms the insights of David Hume.
Furthermore, a prominent role in this process is played by empathy, namely the
psychological identification of the subject of the moral act with the bearer of the
particular act. Empathy is further basing the development of a stance of sympathy
towards non-human animals. Therefore, in this presentation and under the light of
these recent evidence from the neurosciences, I suggest the reinforcement of the
argumentation for the moral consideration of non-human animals with the conceptual
tools of empathy and sympathy, thus giving rise to a more realistic and attractive
theoretical model.
