It is first stressed that «tradition» constitutes the hermeneutical principle
of the Fathers, not in a lingual butina historic sense, and especially as the
expression of the life of the Church in the Spirit. Consequently, true interpreta-
tion, which is carried out in keeping with the «cause» or «purpose» of the Bible,
i, e. with the «rule of faith», is a matter of the christian community. From the
time of Irenacus onward it was understood that the rule of faith clearly distin-
guishes the truth of the Gospel from error, while on the other hand it permits
adaptibility to human potentialities. This principle was applied variously in
East and West. taking on different shades of meaning in both. according to
historical circumstances. These shades of meaning had essential effects upon
the life of the Church: however their synthesis constitutes the universal rule
of tradition as a hermeneutical principle.

Following this, the relationship of the historical experience of the Church
as a hermeneutical principle is examined with regard to the image or images of
it. which recent historical-critical research affords.

Die Kriterien der Auslegung, welche die Kirche beniitzt, sind folgende :

Die Anwendung der Heiligen Tradition zur Erliuterung des Alten Testa-
ments, mit andern Worten, das Alte Testament soll durch die Heilige Tradition
der Kirche betrachtet und gelesen werden. Auperhalb der Kirche wird das
Alte Testament unrichtig verstanden und falsch ausgelegt.

Der Gehorsam gegeniiber der Kirche in Bezug auf die Auslegung des

Diese Prinzipien wurden in der biblischen Hermeneutik zusammengefaft
d.h. in der Wissenschaft zur Erliuterung der Heiligen Schrift®. ’

Die Prinzipien der Auslegung des A.T. entspringen gewissen Glaubens-
dogmen, die sich auf die Heilige Schrift beziehen.

Diese Dogmen sind :

Das A. T. enthilt nicht das gesamte Wort Gottes, sondern ist nur zusam-
men mit dem Neuen Testament und der Heiligen Tradition vollstindig.
Deswegen empfehlen die Heiligen Basilius der GroPe und Johannes Chrysosto-
mus die apostolische Tradition als Mithilfe zur Auffindung der biblischen
.Wah.rheit. Der erste Teil des A. T., die Schopfung samt der Urgeschichte,
ist eine Aufzeichnung der Heiligen Tradition. Darum bemerkt ein Schriftstel-
ler: «Non potest ex Scripturis inveniri veritas ab his. qui nesciunt tradi-
tionemy»?.

Die Synode von Jerusalem des Jahres 1672 stellte im 2. Kanon fest:
«Wir glauben an die Heilige Schrift also, wie es die dkumenische Kirche
erlduterte und Uberlieferte».

Die Kirche ist unfehlbares Organ zur Erliuterung des A. T. Deswegen
ve.rkiindete die Enzyklika der &stlichen Patriarchen : «Die Okumenische
Kirche spricht nicht aus sich, sondern aus dem Geiste Gottes.... Der Mensch,
der nur von sich aus spricht, kann irren, kann betriigen oder sich selbst
betrigen. Die Skumenische Kirche aber, die niemals von sich aus spricht,
kann nicht irren und kann nicht betriigen oder sich betriigen»s.

. Die formalen Bestimmungen der Kirche, sowie die Ubereinstimmung
mit den heiligen Viitern und den kirchlichen Vorschriften, sollen bei de;
Auslegung stets in Betracht gezogen werden. So hat z. B. die V. Okumenische
Synode beschlossen, das Lied der Lieder in allegorischem Sinn zu erliutern,
der 15. Kanon derselben Synode legt das IV. Buch Moses aus (Num. 4,3.;
4.8; 8.24 - 25) ; der 65. Kanon erliutert das IV. Buch der Konige 21, 5- 6.

Die II. Synode von Niciia (787) erklirte die Gebote des Dekalogs, der
7. Kanon die Bildwerke, der 8. Kanon das Problem des Ruhetages.

Um das A. T. zu verstehen. begniigen wir uns nicht mit dengdarin enthal-
tenen Erklirungen, sondern nehmen das Neue Testament zur Hilfe und zum
vollkommenen Verstindnis die Heilige Tradition als Richtschnur zur Erken-
nung der im A. T. enthaltenen Wahrheit.

Die Tradition ist wie auch die Heilige Schrift, eine Quelle der gottlichen

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Offenbarung. Sie steht mit der Heiligen Schrift des A. T. nicht im Wider-
spruch, sondern sie erginzen einander.

Die gottliche Otfenbarung wird auch durch die Heilige Tradition tber-
liefert. Deswegen konnen Tradition und A. T. nicht voneinander getrennt
werden.

Das Primire war die Heilige Tradition, die spiter niedergeschrieben
wurde. Sie hat vor der Heiligen Schrift des A. T. bestanden und wird der
wirklichen Offenbarung des A. T. gleichgestellt. Wie das A. T. so hat auch
die alte Tradition einen Offenbarungscharakter. Beide entstammen derselben
Quelle und es gibt viele Wahrheiten, die aus der Tradition und nicht aus dem
A. T. hervorgehen.

Die biblischen Schriftsteller hielten die miindlichen Uberlieferungen
schriftlich fest, Berichte, die aus der miindlichen Uberlieferung ihrer Zeitge-
nossen stammten (z. B. die Berichte aus Gen. 1, | und Exod. 1,8).

Viele Uberlieferungen der Genesis stiitzen sich auf die uralte Tradition.
Hier ist die Beschreibung der Geschehnisse knapp und wird erst ausfiihrlicher,
sobald Moses zu seiner eigenen Epoche gelangt. Fiir die vorausgegangenen
Epochen besap Moses eine sichere Uberlieferung, die sich im Gedéachtnis er-
halten hatte (wie : der Fall des Menschen, die Geschichte von Kain und Abel,
von Abraham, Isaak und Jakob, und die der Sintflut).

Moses schrieb nicht nur auf Grund der miindlichen Uberlieferung oder
der Offenbarung, sondern er beniitzte beim Schreiben seiner Biicher auch
schriftliche Quellen. Bei andern Vélkern, z. B. den Chaldiern, war die uralte
Tradition durch willkiirliche Annahmen verformt, wiihrend uns Moses die
urspriingliche Tradition in all ihrer Reinheit iberlietert.

Das A. T. stellt an vielen Stellen die ungeschriebene Lehre der nieder-
geschriebenen gleich. Keine alttestamentliche Schrift gibt uns Auskunft
dariiber, dap wir uns beim Gebet nach Osten wenden sollen. Dieses geht nur
aus der ungeschriebenen, verschwiegenen, geheimen Tradition hervor.

Die Berichte tiber die Vergangenheit der Menschheit bilden einen geschicht-
lichen Schatz, der allen uralten Volkern gemeinsam angehdrt. Die Erin-
nerung an diese Vergangenheit wurde von Geschlecht zu Geschlecht mit
einigen Abiinderungen weitergegeben. Eine reinere Form der Uberlieferung
ist die hebriiische, die den ersten Menschen zeitlich niiher liegt. Die gottliche
Offenbarung, deren Moses teilhaftig wurde, befihigte ihn, die Tradition von
den der Offenbarung fremden Elementen zu reinigen.

Der 77. Psalm (3 - 9), berichtet iiber die Uberlieferungen der Urahnen:
«Was wir gehort und im Gedichtnis bewahrt haben. was unsere Eltern uns
erzihlt haben. werden wir vor unsern Sohnen nicht verheimlichen, sondern
den nachfolgenden Generationen weitergeben».
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In‘der Epoche des A. T. bestand in Israel ein heiliges Vermichtnis
das u./extergegeben wurde. Dieser Schatz umfafite alle Aspekte des Lebens :
geschichtliche Erinnerungen, verschiedene Gebetsformen, Riten kultische;
Vorschriften usw. ,

Um diese heiligen Schitze weiterzugeben, wurden sie in literarischen
F“ormen zusammengefaft. Sie fanden ihren Ausdruck in Gesetzen, Glaubens-
sz'ltz?n, Hymnen und Riten. Auf Grund dieser Uberlieferungen entstanden die
biblischen Schriften.

, l?och gab es in d_ieser Zeit hauptsdchlich die miindliche Tradition als
w1.chugstes Mittel der Uberlieferung und der Verbreitung, denn das Schreiben
sp'lelte damals nur ?ine untergeordnete Rolle. Gleichwie damals eine vormo-
sa}sche miindliche Uberlieferung existierte, gab es auch eine nachmosaische
Diese wurde fiir den Glauben verpflichtend. |

. Der Heilige Elias zeichnete nichts auf. Er verkiindete den Willen Gottes
nfcht nur durch das Wort, sondern auch durch die Tat und iibertrug andern
die Aufzeichnung seiner Predigten. )

Das gesamte A. T. ist das Ergebnis einer religiosen Entwicklung, die von
Moses bis Christus reicht. B

In der Heiligen Schrift des A. T. gibt es einige schwer verstindliche
Stellen. lhre Erlduterung geschah bereits in alter Zeit nur durch rechtlich
angestellte Kenner des Gesetzes (II Chron. 7,7 - 9 ; Lev. 10,10). Fiir diese
Aufgabe besteht ein von Gott eingesetztes Amt und zwar das dés Priestertums
des A. T., welches, gemip den Briefen an die Hebriier. das Urbild der christli-
chen Priesterschaft darstellto.

In diesem Sinne besitzt die Geistlichkeit von sich selbst aus die Vollmacht
zu lehren.
o Das A: T. ist also nicht von sich aus Erliuterer. Das Prinzip «Scriptura
, Lrlipturae 'mterpres» genligt nicht’, wie wir uns auch nicht den Ausspruch
Jnelg'n.en Konnen : «das A. T. lehrt, was die Tradition lehrt, und die Heilige
Tradition lehrt das, was der Papst lehrt».

B'ex u1t15 wirkt die biblische Kritik frei und ist ein Faktor theologischen
und kirchlichen Fortschrittes. i

Sie ist nicht bestrebt, sich der Kirche iiberzuordnen wie im Protestantis-
mus, hat flber a.uch nicht die Rolle eines einfachen Vollstreckers der Bestim-
mungen eines kirchlichen Forums, in der Form der biblischen Kommissionen

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der papstlichen Kurie in Rom. Bei uns gibt die biblische Kritik Vorschli-
ge und die Kirche bestimmt. Die Kritik ist Ratgeber, die Kirche das Forum,
hoéchstes und einziges?.

Durch die Entdeckung der Texte von Qumran im Jahre 1946 entstand
eine Revolution in der Geschichte des alttestamentlichen Textes. Die hebrii-
schen Handschriften, die jetzt den Fachleuten zur Verfiigung stehen, sind etwa
1000 Jahre ilter als die bisher existierenden. Die Kritik des Originaltextes
erhielt dadurch neue Elemente zu seiner Rekonstruktion.Die Entdeckungen der
Funde in der Senke des Toten Meeres bieten auch den orthodoxen Bibel-
forschern Grundlagen fiir die kritische Erforschung des Textes. Die orthodoxe
Kirche fordert also die Kritik, wenn diese zu Verbesserungen des Textes
dient. Der Ausdruck dieser Haltung sind die orthodoxen Kommentare zum
A. T., die biblischen Zeitschriften, wie z. B. das Agktiov BifAikdv Meletdyv
von Athen.

Bis zur definitiven Festlegung des Textes konnen die Bibelforscher des
A. T. durch Anwendung strenger biblischer Kritik den Inhalt des Textes
verbessern.

Die Ruminische Orthodoxe Kirche verdffentlichte im Jahre 1968 eine
sogenannte «Probeausgabe» der Heiligen Schrift, welche auf Grund wissen-
schaftlicher Forschungen durch Bemerkungen und Vorschlige qualitativ
verbessert werden kann.

Gegeniiber der modernen rationalistischen Kritik beziiglich der Quel-
lentheorie im allgemeinen, welche die Verneinung der Offenbarung bedeutet,
sowie die Verneinung der jungfriulichen Geburt des Messias usw., nimmt die
orthodoxe Kirche eine zuriickhaltende Stellung ein. Deswegen werden die
modernen Kriterien nur als Studienmaterial in Betracht gezogen®.

Die orthodoxe Kirche nimmt nicht die Vernunft als héchstes Prinzip
sur Erklirung des A. T. an, denn sie kann keinen andern Sinn aus der
Heiligen Schrift des A. T. schépfen, als den von Gott durch die Propheten
offenbarten. AupPer den intellektuellen Eigenschaften schitzt die orthodoxe
Kirche die moralischen Eigenschaften des Exegeten, denn sie sind notwendig
bei der Verkiindigung der Offenbarung, der Prophezeiungen und der Wun-
der.

Der Prophet Jesaja weist die biblische Erklirung, die den Glauben
antastet, kategorisch zuriick. Seine Behauptung «wenn ihr nicht glauben
werdet. werdet ihr nicht verstehen» hat einen absoluten Sinn. so dap die

Nur durch den Glauben kann das A. T. als Rede Gottes zu den Menschen
ver'st.anden w?rden. die geistige Exegese allein entspricht dem hohen Ruf der
Heiligen Schrift. Andernfalls bleibt die Bibel ein Buch wie alle andern.

Der Heiland selbst erldutert einige alttestamentliche Texte, wie : Exod.
20.13; 20,44; Deut. 4,17: 24,11; Lev. 24,17; Reg. 21, 3-5; Jes. 61, 2:
‘ Die heiligen Apostel, die apostolischen Viter und die heiligen Viter
tglgen ‘dem gottlichen Lehrer wortlich in den Fragen der Exegese. Durch sie
wird fjle 6kumenische Tradition der Kirche bewahrt. Durch die Bewahrung
dfar Einheit in der Exegese wurden die Ketzereien der Zeiten iiberwunden und
die Lehre blieb unverindert!!.
. Fﬁr die moderne Bibelforschung ist die exegetische Tradition notwendig,
weil sie zum héchsten Ziel, zum Kontakt der Christen mit der Bibel fiihrt!2.

Das folgende Beispiel ist theologisch begriindet. Es handelt sich um den
Text Gen. 3,15, dem einige andersgliubige zeitgendssische Theologen einen
andern Sinn geben, als er enthilt, well sie nicht wissenschaftlich, sondern
konfessionell vorgehen. Der Text lautet (nach der Septuaginta) :

Den Gegenbeweis gibt die Kirche durch die heiligen Viter: «ipse» und
nicht «ipsa» finden wir beim Hl. Irendus, beim HL Cyprian, bei Tertullian,
in Targumim. Onkelos u. a. sowie im samaritischen Pentateuch.

Die Spaltung des Christentums beruht zum Teil auch auf den exegetischen
Fehlern. Von dieser Beschuldigung muB die Exegese freigesprochen werden.
Die orthodoxe Kirche brachte in die 6kumenische Bewegung die Idee einer
disziplinierten, sorgfiltig geleiteten Exegese der Heiligen Schrift22.

Die Lehre der orthodoxen Kirche inspiriert sich aus den Gesetzen der
Weltkirche. Indem sie diese bejaht, miBt sie der biblischen Exegese eine mora-
lische und wissenschaftliche Bedeutung bei.

Die Annahme der Hauptlinien der orthodoxen exegetischen Tradition
schafft eine warme Atmosphire, die fiir die Einheit des Glaubens und der
Lehre notwendig ist.

Die Orthodoxe Ruminische Kirche hat ihre Neigung gegeniiber der
exegetischen Tradition der Weltkirche nicht vermindert. Aus ithrer Haltung
ergibt sich, dap sich die Kirche auf dem Wege befindet. den die Heilige
Schrift, die Tradition und die Patristik bestimmt.

Bei der Auslegung des A. T. betrachtet die Orthodoxe Rumdnische
Kirche die Tradition als Mittelpunkt, weil sie die Leuchte der Kirche in den
ersten Jahrunderten des Christentums gewesen ist, als dasselbe noch nicht
geteilt war, sondern alle sich zu demselben Glauben bekannten.

Die Tradition stellt einen Schatz aller Kirchen darim Gkumenischen
Sinne des Wortes.

Das Studium der Patristik ist fiir das A. T. von gréftem Nutzen und
von dauernder Aktualitit. Die Exegese der heiligen Viiter befolgt die von
Christus gezeigte Linie, der den Originaltext des A. T. kannte und ihn zu
erliutern wupte. Die Denkart der heiligen Viiter, die die Seelen der ersten
christlichen Generationen geformt hat, war auf die Heilige Schrift gegriindet.
Sie wurde ein gemeinsames Gut aller Christen.

Der Biblizismus der alten Christen bewirkte, dap sich auch die christliche
Literatur aus der Heiligen Schrift inspirierte, sie hiiufig zitierte und zur Grund-
lage des christlichen Lebens und Denkens machte.

Fiir die orthodoxe Kirche ist die patristische Literatur bestimmend fiir
die fehlerfreie Auslegung der Heiligen Schrift, des Alten und Neuen Testa-
ments. Sie ist weder monopolistisch noch individualistisch, sondern ein
Gemeinschaftswerk, wie auch die hoéchste kirchliche Autoritit synodal ist.
Fiir die Exegese des A. T. ist das Studium der Patristik eine ﬁnbedingte
Notwendigkeit. Diese Forderung, die sich immer mehr spiirbar macht, wurde
von den orthodoxen Theologen bei verschiedenen Gelegenheiten betont,
besonders eindringlich aber beim orthodoxen theologischen Kongress von
Athen in dem Ruf : «Zuriick zu den heiligen Vitern! Zuriick zu den Quel-
len!»?23.

Die vorhandenen Unterschiede zwischen den drei grossen Konfessionen
fiihren zum vertieften Studium der Verschiedenheiten, um zu der Uberzeu-
gung zu gelangen, daP es hohere Grundsitze gibt, die niemand {ibersehen
kann, und daP die konfessionellen Gesichtspunkte zar Ubereinstimmung
gebracht werden miissen.

Die neue exegetische Richtung, die sich bei einigen abendlidndischen
Theologen abzeichnet?4, legt hGheren Wert auf die erklirenden Darlegungen
des A. T. Im gegenwirtigen Stadium der biblischen Forschungen ist dies
von guter Vorbedeutung.

SUMMARY

Prof. Dr. Elias OIKONOMOU : «Proposals for the evaluating classification
of Patristic interpretations on the Old Testament».

In order to define the meaning of the term «hermeneutic tradition» a critical
evaluation of the hermeneutic works offered by the Fathers is necessary. This
must be preceded by the gathering of the very extensive amount of available
material. The existing variety of interpretations as well as contradictory inter-
pretations compell us, in order to facilitate and to guide properly the present -
- day Interpreter, to seek these principles on the basis of which each interpre-
tation is to be judged. Until now the following criteria have been unofficially
employed: a) that of «agreement» with the dogma or the «teaching» of the
Church. b) That of «unanimity» or «majority agreement» of the interpretations;
¢) that of the «specilization» of the Interpreter and the interpretation «in pur-
pose». The above mentioned criteria are correct in principle and are bothe
unofficial and unsufficient as well as a priori. The canons of the evaluation
should deriv from the analysis of Patristic hermeneutics and should not be
put forth theoretically.

The proposals for evaluation include four points : a) the distinction betwe-
en «deductive» and «inductive» interperetation as well as the distinction bet-
ween «interpretation» and «usage» of the Holy Scriptures. b) The differentia-
tion of interpretations on the basis of the ecclesiastical responsibility of the
Interpreter. ¢) The classification according to the extension of the text being
interpereted. d) The classification according to the closessness or the distance
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Concerning point 1 it must be noted that in antithesis to what is done in
the past, two indirect interpretations (parergon or applicable use) are of value,
because their difference with direct interpretations is found in the conscience of
the Interpreter. That is on the one hand in direct and untentioned interpretation
there exist the conscious hermeneutic will of the author, while in the indirect
interpretation, on the other hand, we have the heeded interpretative conscious-
ness, which is therefore more unbiased. In regard to point 2 interpretations are
distinguished as a) official, b) systematical, c) indirect or inductive, d) hymno-
logical and e) iconographical. In reference to point 3 the extension of the pas-
sage being interpreted should be seriously taken into account as a factor which
determines the meaning. It is proposed that the interpretations should be eva-
luated and classidied according to the following groups : a) words or terms, b)
Phrases, c) verses, d) verses of the same context, e) verses interpreted in rela-
tion to verses by the same of other authors of the Old or the New Testament
(«mosaics»). It is evident that the classification implies a kind of evaluation.
Finally the organization of this endeavour is mentioned as well as its neces-
sity both for Church and Theology.

LE PROPHETISME ET LA MISSION PROPHETIQUE A LA
LUMIERE DU PENTATEUQUE

Le présent exposé s’ écarte quelque peu de la ligne méthodologique et pa-
tristique adoptée jusqu’ ici au cours de ce congrés. La communication, que
J7 ai I’ honneur de présenter a cette assemblée d’ éminents spécialistes en
I’ étude de I Ecriture Sainte, traitera, en effet, d” un point d’ exégése vétero-
testamentaire ayant trait & la question controversée et non encore réso-
lue par les biblistes, du sens du ministére prophétique dans I’ ancien Isragl,
tout comme du contenu spécifique du charisme propre aux prophétes. Outre
son intérét pour la théologie biblique, ce probléme présente encore un inté-
rét d’ actualité. Parmi les mouvements trés nombreux, que nous voyons au-
jourd’ hui un peu partout de par le monde, certains, qui pourtant souvent
n’ ont rien de religicux, se réclament volontiers du prophétisme. Or, il est
du devoir de I’ exégése orthodoxe d’ aider I’ Eglise en face des problémes
d’ actualité, surtout si I’ on tend a y engager la foi religieuse. Cette aide,
les exégétes orthodoxes doivent I’ apporter en scrutant toujours de plus prés
I' Ecriture pour y retrouver le véritable sens des faits dont fait état la Révé-
lation.

Mais, tout en relevant de I’ exégése, cet exposé demeurera néanmoins,
sur le plan de la méthodologie. Il vise a souligner, pour I’ interprétation de la
Bible, la nécessité de recourir a la Bible elle - méme. Ce principe exégétique est
pourtant ancien. Les Péres le connaissaient et y avaient recours. Le point
nouveau consiste dans la recherche dans la Bible de textes non seulement
présentant en action les ministéres, les charismes ou les faits 4 expliquer mais
aussi interprétant leur sens par référence au role que ces faits, ministéres ou
charismes étaient appelés a jouer dans la vie du peuple élu. Ces textes, il faut
les chercher avant tout dans le Pentateuque, livre privilégié parce que retragant
les relations d” Israél avec Dieu a la fois dans leur aspect historique et idéal.
C est pour cela que nous avons choisi de parler du sens du prophétisme et de
la mission prophétique a la lumiére du Pentateuque.
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Le Pentateuque, la Torah, a pour objet I’ origine, I’organisation et la vie
de la théocratie israélite. Il en présente le fondement religieux et en donne la
charte particuliére, constitutée par 1" Alliance du Sinai, laquelle regoit son
expression concréte dans la Loi. En méme temps la Torah esquisse les ministé-
res qui régissent cette théocratie. La Torah, a cet égard, peut &tre comparée
aux Evangiles ct au livre des Actes des Apdtres, qui, dans les récits concernant
la vie terrestre de Jésus ou les débuts de I’ histoire de I’ Eglise, contiennent en
filigrane les dons, charismes ou autres réalités spirituelles, ainsi que des princi-
pes d’ organisation de la vie écclésiale, en un mot tout ce qui s’ épanouira
dans la vie du Nouveau Peuple de Dieu qu’ est I' Eglise du Nouveau Testa-
ment. Effectivement, le Pentateuque parle du culte, du sacerdoce, de la fonc-
tion royale (v. Deut. 14, 20). Il parle également de la fonction prophétique.

Du prophétisme il est question dans le code deutéronomique (Deut. 18.
9 - 22). Les versets 15 a 18 du chapitre 18 du Deutéronome contiennent la pro-
messe d” un charisme prophétique se manifestant dans le peuple de Dieu d” une
fagon permanente. Ces mémes versets érigent Moise en modéle de tous les
prophétes d’ Israél. La méme chose parait ressortir de Deut. 34.10. Cette
mise en avant de Moise comme étant le type des prophétes d’ Israél habilite
I exégéte de la Bible a chercher des éléments de la théologie biblique sur
le prophétisme dans 1" image que donne le Pentateuque de la personne et de
I” activité de Moise.

Ce qui vient d’ étre dit n’ implique en aucune fagon I’ obligation de
voir en Moise le premier en date des nabis ou prophétes d’ Israél. L’ histoire
des origines du prophétisme israélite est peu connue ou controversée. D’
aprés le témoignage des livres historiques, le prophétisme ne serait apparu
en Isragl qu” a I’ époque de I' instauration de la monarchie. ¢’ est a dire bien
longtemps aprés Moise. Cependant Moise, qui a été le fondateur de la théo-
cratie israélite, I’ homme appelé par Dieu pour étre I’ intermédiaire dans la
conclusion de I’ Ancienne Alliance et le législateur chargé de doter la théo-
cratie naissante de ses fondements religieux et juridiques, a pu, entre autres
charismes que Dieu lui a donnés en vue de sa mission, détenir également un
charisme prophétique. La chose s’ est réalisée en Jésus Christ, dont Moise
a été la préfiguration (Hébr. 8.6: 9.15) et qui, parmi ses autres ministéres, a
exercé aussi le ministére prophétique, comme en témoignent des textes tels
que Mat. 21.11; Luc 13.33: 24.19: Jean 4.19 etc.

Dans nos analyses des traditions du Pentateuque sur Moise, nous nous
bornerons A celles qui se trouvent dans Exode 1 - 13, textes ol la mission de
Moise vis-a-vis du peuple d Isracl est explicitement présentée comme une mis-
sion de proohéte (Exode 4.15 - 16 2 rannrocher de 6 28 4 7 7)
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Exode I - 15, renferme, on le sait, deux récits de la vocation de Motse,
I’ un appartenant a la tradition JE (Exode 3.1 - 4.31) et I’ autre a celle de E
(Exode 6.2 - 7.7). Les deux récits considérent que le role du prophéte est celu
d’ étre la bouche de Yahvé (4.15 et suiv.; 7.1 et suiv). IIs nous présentent tous
les deux Moise appelé par Dieu pour faire sortir les fils d’ Israél du pays d'
Egypte. Or, la sortie d” Israél du pays des Pharaons a été, pour ce peuple, d’
aprés toute la tradition biblique, I’ époque de sa naissance spirituelle en tant
que peuple de Dieu de I’ Ancien Testament (cf. Osée 11.1). Cette époque a
constitué pour Israél la Paque, le grand passage, comme I’ a qualifiée la tra-
dition religieuse qui, employant ce mot d’ étymologie et de signification
originelle inconnues et discutées, 1’ a rapproché d’ une fagon ou d’ une autre
de I’ idée de passage (Ex. 12.13, 27), a voulu ainsi présenter ainsi cette déli-
vrance miraculeuse d’ Israél, laquelle a été en méme temps son passage de I’
état d’ un conglomérat de tribus pastorales a I’ état de nation possédant une
vocation religieuse et historique tout a fait exceptionnelle et méme absolument
unique.

L’ époque de la sortie d’ Israél d’ Egypte, telle que la présente le livre
de I’ Exode, est une époque de crise. En cela elle ressemble a toutes les épo-
ques de I histoire d’ Israél marquées par I activité de prophétes. L’ avénement
sur le trone d’ Egypte d’ un nouveau roi, qui ne connaissait pas Joseph
(Ex. 1.8), est un début de crise pour les fils d’ Israél établis en ce pays car il
interrompt le processus & la fois naturel et heureux de leur multiplication
(Ex. 1.7). Les événements qui suivirent rendirent la situation des Hébreux
humainement sans issue. Mais Dieu envoie un libérateur dans la personne de
Moise (Ex. 2-7). Le contexte des deux récits de sa vocation, ainsi qu’ on I’ a
noté plus haut, présente Moise comme un prophéte. La mission de Moise
sera triple : 1) rappeler aux fils d” Israél les promesses divines faites a leurs
peres (3.7 et ss.); 2) leur dire que leur Dieu est Yahvé (Ex. 3. 13 - 15, cf. 7.29),
qui sera avec lui, Moise (3.11) et, par conséquent, avec eux, les fils d” Israél
opprimés par le Pharaon; 3) les emmener hors de I' Egypte pour les conduire
jusqu’ A la Terre promise.

D’ apres les récits d’ Ex. 1-15, la libération n” a pas lieu immédiatement.
La suite des événements fait que la crise s’ aggrave. Yahvé, alors, montre,
comme disent les textes, son bras tout puissant (Ex. 3.20; 6.1; 13.3 etc.).
Mais le récit dans Ex. 6.6. présente le salut d” Isragl comme ayant été obtenu
par le moyen de grands jugements, sotetim gedolim. Juger, dans la langage
biblique. signifie trés souvent rétablir le droit et, en premier licu, le droit
accordé par Yahvé dans sa promesse et compromis par les ennemis de Yahvé
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4 un moment donné de I histoire du peuple élu. Aussi, toute la tradition est -
elle &’ accord pour affirmer que dans ces grands jugements de I’ Exode, le Pha-
raon a été jugé avec I’ Egypte (Genése 15.14; Sagesse 12. 10 - 22). Mais a-t-il
été le seul a étre jugé au moment de I' Exode? La Bible nous montre Israél
comme souvent jugé lui-aussi au cours de son histoire. Peut-on estimer
qu’ il a été jugé lui aussi par Yahvé au moment de I' Exode ?

La réponse a cette question apparait comme devant étre affirmative.
En effet, la crise de I' Exode est pour Israél une crise de vocation.
Avant la crise, Israél se laissait vivre en Egypte en s’ y multipliant. Cette
phase de son histoire avait sa raison d’ étre aux yeux de Dieu, mais, considérée
en fonction de sa vocation de peuple élu, elle devait tdt ou tard prendre fin.
L’ état historique, qui était celui d” Israél séjournant en Egypte, devait un
jour cesser de répondre aux yeux de Dieu & ce que devait étre le peuple ap-
pelé a devenir le Peuple de I' Alliance. Et ¢ est pour cela que Dieu suscite
la crise qui commence par I’ avénement au trone du nouveau roi. Or, crise
littéralement signifie jugement, car tel est effectivement le sens étymologique
de ce mot. Par son jugement, Yahvé condamne la prolongation du séjour d’
Israél en Egypte et le place devant I’ alternative : ou bien disparaitre en es-
sayant de rester et de s’ accommoder de la situation, ou bien obéir au
jugement de Yahvé, quitter le pays d’ Egypte et étre sauvé en marchant vers
sa vocation. Ce jugement devient connu & Israél par I intermédiaire de Moise,
le prophéte, envoyé spécialement pour parler au nom de Dieu. Y a-t-il un
lien nécessaire entre I activité du prophéte et une crise - jugement? Nous es-
saierons de répondre a cette question en analysant I activité de Moise dans le
contexte de la crise de la vocation d’ Israél telle qu” elle est présentée dans
tout le contexte d’ Exode | - I5.

Moise, d’ aprés ces récits, transmet au Pharaon les volontés de Yahvé.
Mais ¢’ est lui également qui est I' agent du jugement de Yahvé vis-a-vis du
Pharaon et de I’ Egypte, puisque ¢’ est sur sa priére ou ses actes que commen-
cent ou cessent les plaies d* Egypte ou que se produit le grand miracle du
passage de la Mer des Roseaux, ol se trouve engloutie la puissance armée
de I' Egypte. Mais Moise est aussi I’ instrument du jugement divin vis-a-vis
de tout ce qui est condamné par Yahvé pour Israél. En effet, d’ apres ces
récits, toutes ses interventions successives auprés du Pharaon, accomplies
sur I ordre exprés de Yahvé, viennent aggraver la situation d’ Isragl, déja
suffisamment critique, en Egypte. D' un autre coté, Moise soutient le courage
de ses fréres (Ex. 5.21-21: 6.9: 14.11 - 13). Et cest sous son impulsion que
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le peuple accomplit le pas décisif en s’ engageant dans la mer, pas qui déclan-
che le miracle final (Ex. 14. 15 et ss.), qui, plus encore que les plaies d” Egypte,
a révélé le pouvoir souverain de Yahvé sur les forces de la nature comme sur
celles des puissants de la terre. Le résultat de ce pas, tout comme de ce mirac-
le, a été pour Israél une expérience nouvelle, dont le récit parle en ces termes :
«Israél fut témoin de la prouesse accomplie par Yahvé. Le peuple craignit
Yahvé. Il eut foi en Yahvé et en Moise, son serviteur» (Ex. 14. 31 - 32).
Les termes employés par le récit : foi, crainte de Yahvé, montrent que pour
I’ auteur inspiré du récit, il s’ agit d’ une authentique expérience religieuse.
Donc, le prophéte, en la personne de Moise, s* il exécute le jugement divin,
fait aussi accepter ce jugement par le peuple et améne celui-ci a une meil-
leure connaissance de Dieu.

Que peut-on dire a propos de cette expérience religieuse nouvelle faite
par la peuple? Considérée dans tout le contexte d” Ex. 1 - 15, cette expérience
apparait comme identique a celle qui, précédemment, avait été donnée a
Moise. Ce dernier a connu lui aussi, d’ apreés le récit JE, une crise qui, pour
lui aussi, a interrompu le cours normal de son existence a la cour d’ Egypte
(2.11 - 22) et I’ a obligé de connaitre un séjour au désert (cf. Hebr. 11. 23 - 27).
Cette crise I'a conduit a une rencontre avec Dieu, qui a fait prendre conscience,
a lui d’ abord (d” aprés 3. 13- 15, cf 6.3 et 28 - 29), au peuple ensuite, c’est a
dire lors du passage de la mer (14. 31 - 32), toute la richesse de la signification
du nom divin de Yahvé. L’ on discute sur le moment exact ol ce nom a €té
rendu connu. puisqu’ en effet, pour la tradition «yahviste», le culte de Yahvé
remontait aux temps d’ avant le déluge (Gen. 4. 26), alors que pour le tradition
«sacerdotale», Yahvé s’ était fait connaitre aux Patriarches sous le nom d’
El - Shadai (Gen. 17. 1 ¢f Ex. 6.2 - 3), tandis que pour I’ «élohiste» (Ex. 3.13-
-13), tout comme pour p (6. 2 - 3), Dieu s’ est révélé sous ce nom au moment
de I’ Exode. Certains noms théophores (Morriya, lieu du sacrificie d’ Isaac,
Yokébed, nom de la mére de Moise) laissent effectivement supposer que ce
nom divin avait été déja connu en Israél bien avant la sortie d” Egypte. Pour-
tant cette dernicére, de toute évidence, a été concommitante & une révélation
nouvelle. Et la chose nouvelle, ainsi révélée 3 Moise d’ abord et a tout le peuple
ensuite, aurait consisté en la connaissance d’ un aspect jusqu’ alors inconnu de
la réalité religieuse recouverte par le nom de Yahvé. Il devait s’ agir de la
présence de Yahvé comme Dieu se manifestant dans son peuple et a travers
les événements de I’ histoire de ce dernier. Yahvé, «Il est», se révéle donc com-
me le Dieu de la geste divine, geste de la délivrance du peuple élu, avec les
attributs divins de bonté et de fidélité toute puissante qu’elle suppose. Lors
de I' Exode, le Dieu d” Abraham, d’ Isaac et de Jacob est donc devenu le Dieu
de tout un peuple par Moise. le prophéte. par le fait d’ une crise - jugement.
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Si donc la crise - jugement comporte une révélation nouvelle, celle - ci passe
par le prophéte. En ce sens la crise - jugement suppose une prophétie. Ou
est alors le prophete ?

Le prophéte, personifié dans Ex. I - 15 par Moise, est donc bien, dans la
perspective de ce récit, la bouche de Yahvé, le Dieu présent dans son peuple
et agissant par et en faveur de ce dernier. Le prophéte est un homme suscité
et envoyé par Dieu pour porter en son nom un message a Isragl. Il transmet
au peuple la volonté de Dieu a I’ occasion d’ une situation historique détermi-
née, mais en méme temps il doit lui faire vivre dans la foi une expérience reli-
gieuse nouvelle qui doit lui faire mieux connaitre son Dieu. Cette expérience,
il I a vécue préalablement luiméme, ce qui lui permet d’ étre le témoin véri-
dique de la révélation. Il doit transmettre cette derniére au peuple en lui
faisant faire un pas en avant dans la foi a I’ occasion d’ une crise historique
voulue et suscitée elle aussi par Dieu. Cette crise constitue un jugement
divin, par lequel Dieu signifie au peuple sa condamnation de I’état ou se trouve
le peuple 3 un moment de sa marche historique. Ce jugement est aussi un
appel impérieux vers un état spirituellement supérieur, plus conforme a ce que
le peuple doit étre ou a ce qu’ il doit réaliser pour répondre a sa vocation
de peuple élu par Dieu. Le prophéte fait faire ce pas au peuple en I’ éveillant
a la foi, qui doit débuter par un acte d’ obéissance et de confiance en Dieu.
Dans ce but le prophéte rappelle au peuple les promesses que Dieu lui a faites
ainsi que les vérités religieuses que Dieu lui a déja donné de vivre. Il se ré-
fére également A I’ expérience nouvelle, que Dieu lui a donnée a lui, le pro-
phéte, pour faire connaitre au peuple la vérité faisant 1" objet de la révélation
nouvelle. Et ¢’ est cette vérité que le prophéte présente au peuple comme étant
le moyen de délivrance de la crise. Si le peuple consent a faire la démarche
dans la foi que lui demande le prophéte, il se voit libéré de la crise qu’ il tra-
verse et acquiert en méme temps une plus parfaite connaissance de Dieu, la
méme qui a été révélée préalablement au prophéte. Ce dernier est donc d’aprés
Ex. 1 - 15 I’ intermédiaire entre Yahvé et son peuple, spécialement choisi pour
vuider le peuple dans la foi et pour ouvrir la conscience religieuse du peuple
a4 la révélation toujours nouvelle que son Dieu lui communiquait en agissant
dans son histoire. Le prophéte se trouve donc étre I’ instrument par excellence
des entrées de Dieu dans I’ histoire sainte de son peuple pour parler et se faire
connaitre au moyen d’ événements qui constituaient cette histoire. C’ était I’
aspect principal de la révélation divine sous I’ économie ancienne : «a maintes
reprises et sous maintes formes Dieu a jadis parlé aux Péres par les prophétes»
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(Hebr. 1.1). Dieu sous I' Ancienne Alliance faisait progressivement connaitre
aux prophétes son dessein se réalisant dans I’ histoire et les propheétes faisaient
entrer le peuple dans la réalisation de ce dessein. Ils étaient donc réellement
ceux par qui, sous I’ Ancien Testament, s’ accomplissaient tant le progrés de
la révélation que la croissance du peuple élu dans la connaissance de Dieu.

Exode 1 - 15 permet donc d’ établir un rapport certain entre prophétisme,
jugement divin et révélation de Dieu par I’ histoire et dans I histoire. Il expli-
que le lien constant entre le ministére prophétique et toutes les grandes crises
de I’ histoire d’ Israél. Il nous montre aussi la raison profonde du théme du
jugement chez les prophétes. Il nous fait également comprendre les particulari-
tés de certaines biographies de prophétes, telles que celles d’ Osée, d’ Isaie,
de Jeremie et d’ Ezéchiel: ces prophétes ont été des «signes» pour leur peuple,
ils ont préfiguré dans leur propre vie sa destinée en méme temps qu’ ils ont
porté dans leur personne la révélation nouvelle que tout leur peuple était
appel¢ a vivre et a connaitre. Exode 1 - 15 nous explique aussi pourquoi il a
été parfois donné aux prophétes d’ annoncer des événements futurs: les
prophétes, éclairés par Dieu, possédaient une meilleure compréhension des
événements et en saisissaient la logique; initiés au plan de Dieu, ayant une
conscience profonde du sens et de la réalité de ses promesses, ils pouvaient
comprendre ce que Dieu avait I’ intention de faire, et le faire connaitre aIsraél.
L annonce des choses & venir trouve donc toute sa place dans le ministere
prophétique, dont I’ essence est de transmettre, en la traduisant dans le lan-
gage humain, la révélation de Dieu dans I’ histoire et par I’ histoire.

L apport de Exode 1 - 15 dans la théologie du prophétisme permet
aussi d” entrevoir, pour ce qui est de la manifestation du ministére prophétique,
une analogie saisissante entre I’ Ancien et le Nouveau Testament. L’ approche
du Royaume de Dieu a été marquée par le réveil du charisme et du ministere
prophétique dans la personne de Jean, fils de Zacharie. Jean le Précurseur a,
en effet, appelé le peuple de Dieu a un nouvel acte de foi, lequel a consisté dans
la repentance et la réception du baptéme par I" eau. Le passage de I’ Economie
ancienne 4 I Economie nouvelle est qualifié par I Ecriture de nouvelle pique
(I Cor. 3. 7). Le Christ, comme on I’ a déja noté est qualifié parfois de Prophe-
te. Dans sa Passion et dans sa mort il réalise ce qui a été dit du Serviteur
souffrant (Is. 52 - 33), le Messie prophétique par excellence. Le Christ a
également parlé de sa mort et de ses souffrances comme d’ une crise - juge-
ment. C est a cela que se rapportent ses paroles : «C’ est maintenant le ju-
sement de ce monde, maintenant le prince de ce monde va étre jeté bas»
(Jean 12.31). Et toute la prédication du Christ et de ceux qui I' ont continuée
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n’ est qu’ un appel a I’ acte de foi nouveau, par lequel les hommes quittent
I’ état du monde condamné par le jugement manifesté dans la mort et la
Résurrection du Christ, pour hériter I’ état de créature nouvelle, pour devenir
les fils adoptifs du Pére, les héritiers de son Royaume éternel.

L’ enseignement de Exode 1 - 15 sur le sens du ministére prophétique
permet aussi de constater la nécessité du ministére et du charisme prophétique
dans I’ Eglise, le peuple de Dieu du Nouveau Testament. Pourtant, dans I’ Eg-
lise il ne s’ agit plus de recevoir une révélation nouvelle, puisque toute la
plénitude de la Révélation a été déja donnée aux hommes dans cette Révé-
lation d’ une maniére plus parfaite. Et ¢’ est 13 que le ministére prophétique
s’ avére toujours nécessaire. Il conduit & une meilleure communion avec le
Christ dans le Saint Esprit, il fait entrer dans les desseins du Christ concernant
I’ Eglise et le monde. Il ne peut pas conduire en dehors du Christ et de I’
Eglise. Tout esprit qui tend a libérer les hommes du Christ et a les asservir
au monde ne peut pas se réclamer de I’ esprit prophétique.

L’ esprit prophétique se manifeste dans I’ Eglise au temps des grandes
crises qu’ elle traverse et qui sont pour elle des époques d’ appel d” une
nouvelle ouverture a la réalité révélée dans le Christ et I Esprit Saint. C’ était
le cas des époques des grandes crises dogmatiques du temps des Conciles et
les Péres de I’ Eglise y ont certainement joué le role de prophétes. Tel a été
aussi et tel sera le role de saints au moment des grandes crises historiques.
Ces crises, tout comme celles que chacun connait dans sa vie personnelle,
doivent étre considérées, a la lumiére d’ Exode 1 - 15, comme des jugements
de Dieu, autrement dit comme des appels & un dépassement dans la foi, vers
une ouverture & une meilleure connaissance de Dieu et de sa grice dans le
Christ et I Esprit. Tout chrétien connait de telles crises et de tels appels, par-
ce qu’il est déja prophéte par le seul fait d’ avoir regu la grice baptismale.
N’ est - il pas écrit que le témoignage de Jésus est I’ esprit de prophétie (Apoc.
19.10)? Et I’ Esprit de la Pentecote n’ est - il pas annoncé dans Joél 2. 28 - 32
comme I’ Esprit de prophétisme universel ?

Justin is the Christian exegete who has undertaken an extensive and
Christologically consistent interpretation of the theophanies which the OId
Testament presents. The core of the Justinian interpretation is the contention
that the said theophanies are manifestations of the pre-existence of Christ
as God, Son and Logos.

Justin’s exegesis displays clear traces of the following basic elements :

a) Rabbinic exegetical traditions,

b) Hermeneutical traditions found also in Philo Judaeus,

¢) Various data from early apologetic collections of biblical passages
(Testimonia),

d) Early Christological credal formulations,

Through the synthesis and integration of the above mentioned elements

in his Christological interpretation of the Old Testament, Jus

tins argues
stringly that :

l. The pre-existence of Christ - Logos covers the entire history of the
Old Testament. Christ according to Justin is not simply announced or typo-
logically presented in the Old Testament but is evidently the Lord who acts
in it. This theological concept advances the unifying idea that one and the
same God acts both in the Old and in the New Testament.

2. God in the person of the pre-existing Christ is in the centre of the
Old Testament history, in other words He is directly connected with the
historical reality. Furthermore the redemptive and illuminative activity of
Christ is not limited within the New Testament period but expands back -
wards throughout the entire Old Testament realm.

Justin develops his interpretation in a continuous confrontnation with
immediate and burning issues of his time. He shows a remarkable hermeneu-
tical alertness and ability for synthesis. Thus he becomes a representative of an
exegetical method which by incorporating various interpretative traditions

and data brings the living word of God in contact with the real man and his
real problems.

This is not a new problem. It is a more sophisticated \vc1>1‘ohndo it L
blem which confronted Theodoretus of Kyros, when.hc sc‘ar;l e ”e(zorists :

The majority of Jewish and independent scholars are opposed a priori
to accepting Christian Tradition as one among the principles of a science
of Biblical hermeneutics. They regard this as a vice of method, fallacia peti-
tionis principii. They charge the interpreter with having his conclusions in
mind from the start; they accuse him of reading Christian traditions back
into the Old Testament and of interpreting prophetic texts in the light of
post - Resurrection developments. The mortal sin of traditional scholarship as
they see it is that it transforms €&nynoig into eiofynoic. The former alone is
«scientificr, the latter is «just theology», or «apologetics», disciplines for which
they have little or no use. Professor Orlinsky, for example, implies or expresses
this on every other page of his study on the second part of Isaiah2, giving vent
to his obsession in the militant overtones of his argumentation.

My thesis is that critical exegesis and traditional interpretation need not,
must not, be kept incommunicado, nor be regarded as mutually exclusive, for
we need a counterweight to the atomization which critical analysis has fre-
quently brought about, an orientation in the maze of interpolations, glosses,
fragments differing in style, age and scope. We must search for a «constanty,
for the developing rationale of the Revelation, for the underground vein which
runs beneath the Old Testament folklore, history, poetry, prophecy, and which
comes to light as a spring of living water in the Christian [Mapddooig, from
the Apostles to the Fathers, to the hymns of our melods, to us. Keeping
this objective in mind, I suggest now that we examine selected portions from
the Book of Isaiah as an illustration of our thesis, and for testing its validity.

[ have chosen passages from the section of the Book often described as
the «Book of Immanuel» (chapters 7-12) and from the so-called «Book
of the Consolation of Israel» (chapters 40-55), the poems of the «Servanty,
plus miscellaneous fragments from the chapters 56-66. Three oracles in the
Immanuel section stand out as particularly suited for our purpose. The histo-
rical background of the first one is as follows: the kings of Damascus and of

Samaria are leagued against Judah, whose king Ahaz they would dethrone; his
isolationist policy in the face of the Assyrian threat they regard as treasor
and they set out to attack Jerusalem, whose inhabitants grow panicky. Isaiah’s
puspose is to reassure Ahaz and the people, who tremble before their neigh-
bors and, be it ineptitude or heedlessness, do not seem to realize yet that
they will be next in the path of the Assyrian invaders. And here is the sign of
immediate reprieve which the prophet brings, unsollicited, in the name of
Yahweh : «The ‘almah, i napbévog, is with child and shall give birth to a
son, whom she will call, or: you will call (LXX: xaiécei) Immanuel......
The child will yet be able to tell bad from good, and already the lands of the
two kings who threaten you shall have been laid waste» (7: 14 - 16). Shall we
understand that Isaiah announces a sequence of events, of which the former
needs not present anything unusual, but serves as a chronological indication
that the latter will follow soon, namely the downfall of Damascus and Samaria?
Or is the birth of Immanuel a prodigy, as we might surmise from the fact
that the prophet’s offer was a sign «from the depth of Hades or from the
heights above», regions equally inaccessible to humans? Still the latter infe-
rence remains inconclusive. The “almah, with the article, is set in preminence
as a definite person; the Hebrew term means generally a young woman;
whether actually married or in marriageable age, should be determined by
the context, but we have no context. The Greek mapfévos seems more precise;
a virgin, and if so, the sign is not merely the first in a sequence of events, but
a miracle as well3. Unfortunately the precision is slippery, for there is no lack
of classical examples of nupBivos being said of young women who are not
virgins, but of maiden-like appearance+. The identity of the Immanuel poses

criticism. The name is symbolical, like the names of Isaiah’s children; but
Immanuel is not Isaiah’s son, and there is no confusing the “almah and the

«prophetess» introduced in Is. 8: [-4, another prophecy of the defeat of

Aram and Israel by the king of Assyria. Ancient Jewish traditions identified
Immanuel with Hezekiah, Ahaz’ son and successor. In that case, Tsaiah’s
pr.ophecy would amount to the announcement of the birth of a crown prince
w1‘thin a matter of weeks or of months. St. Jerome objected strongly to
FhlS in.terpretation partly because of chronological difficulties, which modern
investigations of the Biblical records concerning royal accession dates, the
duration of reigns and various synchronisms, do not resolve, but rather
accentuate. This does not prevent a number of contemporary scholars to
hold on to the theorys. At any rate, even if one does not identify Immanuel
with Hezekiah or, hypothetically, with a royal prince born at Ahaz’ court,
the fact is that the prophecy of the “almah, by itself, does not anticipate
what Immanuel would do in the future. What is being announced is simply
that counting from the time of this birth and adding a few yvears the defeat
of the two «firebrands» announced by the prophet shall be consummated?.
‘ I'would like now to take up the second oracle, an oracle of hope delivered
in times of anxiety, worded like a psalm of thanksgiving for the Divine as-
sistance: «The people that walked in darkness have seen a great light: they
that dwell in the land of the shadow of death, upon them has the light shone.
for unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given, who shall establish forever
Fhe throne of David with judgment and with justice» (9: 1 - 7). The oracle itself
is prefaced by the recollection of the calamities suffered by the populations of

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Galilee in the time of the Assyrian invasion. The historical context is clear:
seen from Jerusalem, the threat of the Syro-Ephraimite neighbors has been
diverted and this was the respite announced to Ahaz in the prophecy of the
‘almah. But the gloom over the kingdom has not been dissipated. The horizon
is close and dark, the Assyrian makes ready for the kill. Hezekiah is more
inclined to listen to his foreign agents and his military engineers than to heed
Isaiah’s messages. Anyway, it is too late now; the punishment for the sins
of the nation can no longer be evaded8. In the midst of these shadows the
prophet intones a hymn of light9. It is no longer the announcement of a
reprieve, like in the ‘a/mah prophecy, but a long-range prediction. After
things will have come to the worst, there shall be in an undetermined future
but within the boundaries of human history a restoration based on the
certainty of God’s promise. The oracle is Messianic and dynastic. But who is
that child, heralded with a protocol of royal names, or more than royal?10
Would it be the Immanuel whom after all we have not yet identified?!!
If so the child born of the ‘almah, whoever he is, has become a type of the
prince who shall restore David’s throne. We are no longer in the zone of

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proximate, foreseeable events. As it reads, the oracle with its verbs in the

perfectum propheticum, does not permit any reckoning by years or by numbers
of generations.

We have defined the oracle of the bearer of royal names, (9:1-7), as
Messianic-dynastic; the perspective opened by the third great oracle in the
Immanuel section, viz. 11: 1 -9, is emphatically futuristic: «A shoot springs
from the stock of Jesse, a scion from its roots, on whom the Spirit of Yahweh
shall rest». We have left the historical contingencies and mediocrities, or worse,
.of the Hebrew dynasties, of all the earthly dynasties for that matter. The pro-
mised Messiah shall be endowed with the fullnes of God’s Spirit, all court-eti-
quette metaphors being exploded 2. We come close to the Pentecostal oracle of
Joel : «My Spirit over all flesh» (Joel 3: | - 2), which was appropriated, without
any transposition by St. Peter, according to Acts 2:16. Then shall justice
and peace prevail in Zion «for the country is filled with the knowledge of
Yahweh as the waters swell the seay (I1:9). This had been the constant dream
of the Psalmists and the Prophets, and its fulfilment js described with cosmic
amplitude breaking through national frontiers and boundaries of time. It is
presently represented as a return to the golden age of Eden: the harmony
between men, between man and nature, once broken through man’s revolt,
is fully restored. We would like to think that the universalism of the type
carries the universal character of the realization potentially implied in the
prophecy. To be sure the [saian authorship of the piece can neither be affir-
med nor denied on the basis of the historical context, which in the present
case is lacking, but only on the basis of internal criteria the relativism of
which should sober us, if we were inclined to dogmatism in these matters.
One thing is certain: Isaiah 11:1-9 stands in sharp contrast with the fol-
lowing section, verses 10-19, in spite of the mention of the root of Jesse in
verse 10 - possibly the reason which prompted an editor to append these nine
verses to the picture of a universal restoration. We are brought back once
more to the restricted horizon of Hebrew nationalism. Concord yes. but
concord between Judah and Ephraim, who shall take a wild revenge over their
hostile neighbors and over the Bené Qédém. The poem ends with a transhisto-

In the Bible de la Pléiade, the late Professor Edouard Dhorme rendered «the

former events» (hd-rishénéth) by: «the first prophecies»18. This verbal

precision is not in the Hebrew but it is exactly what it means. The author
of the «Consolation of Isaael» distinguishes two sets of prophetic events:
ancient ones which have been realized, and the prophecies which are being
announced here and now in correlation with the former ones, and whose
awaited realization shall be the proof of their authenticity. Thus 42:9 in

conclusion of the first «Servant» song:

«Behold, the former (/id-rishonoth) have come to pass.
The new ones (khaddshoth), I do announce.
Before they sprout up, [ make you hear them!»

And here is precisely the sin of the people: that, having witnessed the realization
of the older prophecies and hearing the new ones, they still remain incredu-
lous (48:3-8).

[t will be noticed that the typological method of interpretation which
these texts suggest is not substantially affected by the analytical fragmentation
due to higher criticism, inausmuch as the various ages of the prophecy show
an identity of purpose under the changing historical situations which are
ultimately controlled by Him «who changes not» (Mal. 3:6). The message of
a younger prophet is guaranteed by the realization of what was foretold by

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his elder, or a compiler has grouped together prophecies of different ages
and historical background on account of the underlying Messianic import.
Similarly St. John the Baptist, appropriating the prophecy of the even road
in the wilderness (Is. 40: 3; Mark |- 3), a prophecy which harkens back to
the days of the first Exodus (cf. Is. 11: 16), is not really looking backwards,
but rather ahead under the same Divine impulse and in the same direction as
his predecessors.

It is not within our purpose to survey once more the numerous attempts
at identifying the «Servanty or servants. This has been done excellently by,
for instance, North, Rowley, et a/19. The mere length of the ljst of plausible
«Servants» might lead us to conclude, irreverently, to the importance of an
exegetical method claiming to be based exclusively on the textual-historical
criticism of the Old Testament20, [ shall therefore limit myself to a few
remarks germane, [ hope, to the thesis.

As every student knows, modern interpreters may be roughly divided into
two groups. The former would identify the «Servanty» of the poems with Israel
or Jacob as a people on the basis of explicit passages from other fragments,
such as 41: 8; 44: I, al, or from the second «Servant» poem, 49: 3 -
«Thou art my servant, Israel, in whom [ shall be glorified»2!. In the latter
passage however a serious problem arises: how can we Jjustify that the
«Servant» Israei is at the same time the agent and the beneficiary of the work
of regeneration, whether material or spiritual or both, as announced by the
prophecy?

The interpretation of the other group, that of the «personalists», who
seek to identify the «Servanty with a historical figure from the OId Testament,
appears at first sight more natural especially if we focus on the four poems
as a unit. The salvation of the people shall be the work of a special envoy of

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by the Servant on behalf of others»2?, But what Orlinsky sees first and fo-
remost in the principle of vicariousness is that «the wicked go unpunished»
«the sinners get off scot free»®. Little wonder then that he finds no trace of
this in the Bible, including the Gospel, for it is theological nonsense and we
would be very surprised if it were accepted without corrective even in extreme
antinomian sects®l.

The sufferings of the «Servant» should never be considered apart from
his triumph which alone gives meaning to them in retrospect, nor does it
result in the vindication of the «Servant» alone but in the redemption of those
for whom he has suffered. This was never overlooked in the traditional inter-
pretation of the Church or in her choice of readings and excerpts for Holy
Week, in Western parlance, the triduum ante Pascha. Professor Norman Snaith
in a study of Isaiah 40 - 66, published in the same volume of the Supplements
as Orlinsky’s essay®?, stresses the triumph earned by the labors of the «Servant»,
but deliberately limits his interpretation to the historical horizon of the sixth
century B. C. lest he might let himself be carried away beyond the range
of the historical method by the liturgical-traditional insight of the Christian
Church?®. The perspective which the poems and cognate fragments unfold
before the exiles is one of return to the homeland; the triumph will be a
triumph of the nation redeemed by the «Servant», a vindication of the Cove-
nant with the fathers, a Messianic realization within the Old Testament span

of history34.

Chapters 36 - 66 of the Book of Isaiah are usually regarded by the
critics as a miscellany of post-exilic prophecies37. A number of exiles repre-
senting most certainly a minority of the deportees and their families, moved
by nostalgia for the land of their forebears («How could we sing the canticles
of Zion in a strange land?», Ps. 137), availed themselves of the decree of Cyrus,
«my servant», and they had returned to their homelands, but found them
occupied by hostile “ammé ha-ardtséth: uncouth Jews of the lower class,
and hated foreigners, Edomites and Philistines. The trying conditions of the
repatriated exiles demanded that their charismatic leaders and prophets help
sustaining their spiritual fervor. The problem was no more to prevent the exiles
from forgetting Jerusalem and easily resigning themselves to the more than
acceptable conditions of life in Babylon or for that matter throughout the
Diaspora, but to make them accept the hardships of the ressettlement. The
spiritual appeal of the exilic hope-oracles needed to be stepped up. It had
now become an actual, pressing necessity to fight against disillusionment and
discouragement. The returning gélai must be a holy gélah, a revived Israel, a
holy nation®8. This is by no means a new concept. It is part of the ethical
requirements of Deuteronomy and we have observed precedently the tran-
sposition to a higher octave of the material repatriation foretold by the
exilic prophets3°.

Accordingly the entire section is marked by the recurrence of three major
themes often intertwined to form a continuous development. The first one
is the elevation of the ethnic concept «Israel» to the superior status of an ideal
community in fulfilment of its providential destiny. Jerusalem is not a mere
cluster of houses of stones and mortar destroyed by the Chaldaeans and
painstaking restored by Nehemiah but the spiritual capital of a regenerated
nation. In token of her consecration she receives symbolic, program-spel-
ling names: «City of Yahweh», «Zion of the Holy One of Israel» (60 : 14).

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Hope had been deceived repeatedly and at all levels. There had been no true

healing. And prophecy turned ultimately to apocalyptic and eschatology.

Earlier prophets had occasionally dreamt of a transhistorical extension of

their message: now this extension had become a familiar feature in post-exilic

times. In the latter part of the Book of Isaiah, it is treated after the manner

of a dyptich: one panel sets a new heaven and a new earth as the stage for

the victory of the redeemed (65: 15-25: 66:22 - 23; cf. 11:6 -9); the other pa-

nel depicts the ultimate punishment of the rebels (63:1-6; 65:1-7; 66:15,

16, 21).

All along in the Book of Isaiah the perspective of God's oikovopia

has been kept open. Our fellow exegetes may well feel dismayed at not
being able to put a name on such elusive figures as Immanuel and the «Ser-
vant» on the strength of the Old Testament alone, or at the difficulty of de-
termining the age, authorship and background of the various fragments
gathered in the canonical Book*2. However we do sense, in the labyrinth of
historical details and of critical hypotheses on the presumed composition
stages of the Book of Isaiah, the continuity of a design+?, the evolving Mes-
sianic dream, God’s plan for mankind. Isaiah and his disciples and successors,
the prophets of the exile and of the post-exilic restoration, were given to know
that plan only in part. To the redactors and compilers of the Book it would
be the guiding principle for selecting and assembling the oracles of the I[saian
corpus™. Their task remained unfinished. They could not but leave open-
ended the Messianism of the prophets for it belonged to Our Lord to seal it
when, recapitulating in Himself the types of the Old Testament, he read in
the synagogue of Nazareth the liturgical section beginning with these words:
«The spirit of the Lord is upon me» (61:1; cf. Luke 4:18 - 19).

cdited.
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Patristic literature: a given situation in Old Testament times contains the germ
of a New Testament saying or event. The problem of prophecies unfulfilled or
questionably realized calls for a solution which the Gospel spells out and in
turn the new situation draws our attention back to what we might call its
«prehistory» as read in the historical and prophetic Books of Scripture, but
in a new light and with a renewed intent. The condition for typological validity
is that there be an objective relation between the type and the reality prefigured
by the type, mere similarities, rhetorical assimilations or arbitrary allegories
being excluded. The principle has been excellently stated as follows: «The
typical value of an Old Testament datum is assured only if it is actually con-
nected, on the level of historical evolution and of internal continuity, with the
Christian realization which it presumably foreshadows»4”.

a Gospel story or of the legend of a Saint are painted sumultaneously on the

same tablet.

3. Allegorical interpretation must of course be distinguished from typo-
logical interpretation. What allegorism yields as a method of exposition is the
personal thought of a reader not the meaning actually intended or potentially
implied by the author inasmuch as a recorded fact typifies a future event of
which the prophet could not have normally been aware short of a special
revelation. Now it is a fact that the Apostles and the Evangelists and after
them the Church Fathers resorted indiscriminately to the allegorical as well
as the typological interpretation of Old Testament records and prophecies.
It seems that allegorism needs not be ruled out entirely but that it may be
assigned a function, however a secondary one, in proportion of its relative
objectivity in a given case. In these matters the distinction made by some
French medievalists between the «Augustinian» and the «Dionysian» notion

no less passionately opposed by some «independent» critics hostile in principle
to a specifically Christian interpretation. Time and again in the past, premature
hopes of a Messianic advent a la juive have proved abortive, for this was not
the way royal foretold by the prophets and proclaimed by the Prodromos.

It is obvious that the theory of independent criticism and the method of
traditional hermeneutics embody two irreducible conceptions of science.
Yet on the very premises of the former and on the testinomy of the Prophets
critically investigated the traditional interpretation of Old Testament Mes-
sianism seems warrented and its typological scheme confirmed. Denying the
validity of either appears biased and unscientific. If the text of itself connotes
a theological perspective, total hermeneutics demands that it be considered
theologically. The interpreter may not stop in his tracks for this would be
tantamount to curtailing or foregoing the Messianic faith of the ancient Pro-
phets who spoke and wrote and toiled in the Spirit.

JUSTIN MARTYR’S CONTRIBUTION TO THE EXEGETICAL
TRADITION OF THE CHURCH

Rev. THEODORE STYLIANOPOULOS

Justin Martyr was in many ways a remarkable figure in the Ancient
Church. He lived at a time when the Christian Church had to confront not
only the power of the empire and the higher culture of the Graeco-Roman
world, but also the severe crisis created by Gnosticism, especially that of Mar-
cion, while at the same time continuing its debate with Judaism. Justin Mar-
tyr thus found his task as spokesman of the Church simultaneously against
three fronts — paganism, Judaism and Gnosticism—and he carried out this
task with such personal integrity, love of truth and fearless courage as only
the crown of martyrdom could perfect. Profilic writer, philosopher, apologist,
exegete and teacher St. Justin is probably the greatest figure of Christian
antiquity between the time of St. Paul and St. Irenaeus’.

Justin’s contribution to the Christian tradition cannot easily be assessed.
Even his contribution to the broad stream of Christian exegesis is considerable
and difficult to assess in its entirety. Justin is the first Christian Father to
use the Bible of the Early Church, the Old Testament, both profusely and
with greater sophistication than his Christian predecessors. He is the first
Christian theologian to develop the beginnings of a doctrine of inspiration®
or a doctrine of Holy Scripture®. His massive Christological interpretation of
the Old Testament in the Dialogue with Trypho is an impressive achievement
when compared with the work of any Christian author prior to St. Irenaeus.
Many things have been written on the exegetical work of St. Justin®, but his

A
description however of the framework of the problem® is required, if one is to
appreciate St. Justin’s contribution to the understanding of the Old Testament
in the ongoing tradition of the Church.
The basic theological problem arises from the fact that the Early Church
fully accepted the authority of the Old Testament as Holy Scripture while
at the same time it acknowledged a new critetion, a new center of life and
theology — Jesus Christ. The reference of the New Testament «according to the
Scriptures» (katd tag [pagdc), summarizes the faith of the Early Church
that the newness of salvation in Christ is in essential continuity with, not a
departure from, the witness of the Hebrew Scriptures. Nevertheless, the New
Covenant supersedes the Old. Christ is superior to Moses and the Prophets.
The basic dialectic is accordingly the following: while at one level the Early
Church attempts to demonstrate the truth of Christ on the basis of the autho-
rity of the Old Testament, at another level it is driven by the truth of Christ
to qualify, re-interpret, even in part to reject the authority of the Old Testa-
ment and the Jewish heritage, most explicitly in the case of the Mosaic Law.
The question of the value and validity of the Mosaic Law constitutes the
sharpest form of the problem of the Old Testament for Christian theology.
It was above all this question that threatened to divide the nascent Chruch
into two camps, one of Jewish Christians, and the other of Gentile Christi-
ans.
St. Paul and the Apostolic Council rescued the Church from division,
affirming the freedom of Gentile Christians from observance of the Mosaic
Law. But they solved neither the theoretical problem of the complex relation-
ship of the Old Testament to Christian theology, nor the practical question of
the use of the Old Testament and of Jewish traditions in the life of the Church.
St. Paul himself is highly ambiguous on this matter and this ambiguity is what
makes the question of the Law in Pauline thought so intricate and problematic.
On the one hand he declares that Christ is the end of the Law (Rm. 10: 4),
but on the other he invokes the authority of the Law for his exegetical argu-
ments (I Cor. 9: 8f.). On the one hand he forcefully rejects Gentile Christian
observance of circumcision (Gal. 5: 2ff.), Jewish food laws and Jewish calendar
observances (Gal. 4: 9f.; Col. 2: 16f), but on the other he states that the
Law is God’s holy and just Will (Rm. 7: 12) and, further, he expects Chri-
stians to observe a multitude of ethical demands. Most crucially, he does not
draw any distinctions within the Mosaic Law, viewing the Law wholistically

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first to take into account the Gnostic critique of the Old Testament!l. It was
no doubt the confrontation with the new challenge of Gnosticism that led St.
justin to a new understanding of the character of the Old Testament and
the Mosaic Law!2 To this new understanding of St. Justin we may now turn

for closer examination.

Justin’s Tripartite Distinction

In Dial. 44.2 Justin states that no one will receive God’s promises to be
given through Christ except those who have the faith of Abraham and those

who know

Justin is here making one of his many appeals for Trypho’s conversion. The
precise details of the discussion do not concern us. What is important is that
this passage marks the first explicit occurence in ancient Christian literature
of a stratification and division of the Old Testament into (a) prophecy, (b)
ethics and (c) ceremonial law.

Justin does not in this passage or throughout the Dialogue sharply sepa-
rate the Old Testament and the Mosaic Law. His tripartite division of Scriptu-
re cuts across both the narrative and legal sections of the Pentateuch. Nor
does he anywhere in the Dialogue present the tripartite division of the Old
Testament and the Law in a systematic fashion. He does not work, let us say,
with the elegance of Ptolemy, the Valentinian Gnostic, who in his Letter to
Flora constructs point by point an exquisite, though heretical, exposition of
the different divisions of the Mosaic Law from his own viewpoint!3. St. Ju-

This prophetic-predic-
tive view of the Old Testament is of course nothing new in Christian exegesis
and places Justin squarely within the Christian exegetical tradition. The
wide range of Justin’s allegorical and typological interpretations of the Old
Testament belong to this category of hermeneutical understanding. St. Justin
in this respect does not basically add anything

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it is not possible, nor is it desirable, to continue typological exegesis of the

Bible on the scale developed by the Fathers of our Church.
The most delicate aspect of the issue, really an issue in itself, is the Chri-
stological interpretations of the theophanies of the Old Testament so extensi-
vely carried out by Justin. St. Justin is convinced that the existence of a second
Divine Person can be proven from the Old Testament, the authority of which
the Jews must accept, and that specifically the theophanies of the Old Testa-
ment through the figure of the Angel of Yahweh are revelations of Jesus
Christ as the Divine Logos (Dial. chaps. 58ff.). How is the Christological
interpretation of such sections of the Old Testaments to be evaluated? Is
Justin’s exegesis correct and binding for the Orthodox interpreter? What of
the exegetical intricacies, the problem of the different pentateuchal strata,
and the intentions of the author or authors and compilers as uncovered by
contemporary Old Testament research? Certainly, it would be gross ana-
chronism to chide Justin for not knowing these matters. But is one none-
theless to accept his exegesis of the theophanies as the correct one or the
only possible one? Are we then to anchor such a position on the distinction
between. on the one hand, the original meaning of a text and, on the other,
a higher or different meaning of which the original author was not com-
pletely aware, a kind of sensus plenior discovered in this instance by Jus-
tin?

He does not anywhe-
re attempt to give a definition of the ethics of the Old Testament. Nor does
he provide a comprehensive list of the ethical principles or a discussion of
them in a philosophical fashion. It is however clear that what he has in
mind is a universal ethical order, the proper Biog, which is, according to him,
innately known by all men and is expressed also in the Old Testament and
the Mosaic Law (Dial 45.3 - 4). St. Justin is here indebted to Greek philo-
sophy. It is precisely this concept of the eternal universal Biog which forms
the basis of his doctrine of the oTEPUATIKOG AOYOG, as well as the grounds
for his pronouncement of Socrates and Heraclitus as Christians prior to
Christ (I Ap. 46.3; 1T Ap. 8.1f.: 13.2f). The clearest expression of this con-
cept in the Dialogue is found in Dial. 93.1 where Justin writes :

One of Trypho’s main questions to Justin in the Dialogue is precisely
how Christians can claim obedience to God when in fact they do not obey
His Law 18,
We cannot here enter into discussion of the complex argumentation which
St. Justin constructs in chaps. 11-30 and in other sections of the Dialogue
in order to answer Trypho's question. We turn, rather, directly to a decisive
aspect of Justin’s answer and what constitutes the third part of Justin's tri-
partite understanding of the Old Testament and the Mosaic Law. This aspect
is indeed something new in the Christian tradition and has to do with the pur-
pose of the Mosaic Law. For Justin, the purpose of the Law is not only pro-
phetic and ethical, but also historical. He views the Law as an historical le-
gislation of God intended specifically for the Jews. He writes in Dial. 18.2b :

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Justin’s answer, to be sure, is not formulated in such a systematic way
in the Dialogue, nor is it conceived by him with the highest conscious clarity.
His understanding of the Mosaic Law as legislation for the Jews is embedded
in many other concerns and arguments of his exposition about the Law, as
one reading of Dial. chaps. 10-30 would indicate. Further, his tripartite
distinction of the Old Testament is explicity stated in only one passage of the
Dialogue (Dial. 44.2), although it is implied in numerous other passages where
Justin speaks of the Old Testament and the Mosaic Law either as prophecy,
or ethics, or legislation for the Jews. Thus, we can only speak of a beginning
of a historical understanding of the Old Testament by Justin, but a valuable
beginning which today, in the setting of contemporary biblical research,
Orthodox exegetes are called to develop both quantitatively and qualitatively—
quantitatively to cover not only the Mosaic Law but also all of the Old Testa-
ment Scriptures; qualitatively to affirm not only the negative and judgemental,
but also the positive and grace-giving, aspects of the Hebrew Scriptures as

revelation to Israel.

Once again, when the issue is transposed to the contemporary setting
of biblical studics, the entire scene changes and a different light is cast on the
matter. The previous remarks, I am aware, raise many questions, issues and
problems which must thoroughly examined by Orthodox exegetes and theo-
logians. Chief among them are: (1) what is meant by historical and theological
understanding; (2) what is the role and validity of historical criticism in bibli-
cal studies: (3) what concepts of Revelation and Inspiration need be developed
when the Bible is viewed in its historical setting; (4) what is the meaning of the
variety and diversity of Scripture and its relationship to the unity of the Ca-
non; (5) what is the historical and theological relationship of the Old and New
Testaments, and (6) what is the historical and theological relationship of
Judaism and Christianity. The greatest need of present-day Orthodox herme-
neutical Theology is to cultivate the historical, along with the theological,
understanding of Scripture and to be open to work out the inferences of this
understanding both with respect to the above issues as well as to the entire
theological task. The urgency of the use of the historical method arises not
only from its use in contemporary biblical studies and from the historical
consciousness of modern culture, but also from the intrinsic value of the me-

thod itself as a tool (really an art and a way of trained attitude) with which
to derive most accurately the meaning of the biblical text through careful
study of its particular context and historical setting. What is proposed is of
course nothing new as such within Orthodox theology, but only an atfirmation
of a long tradition of exegesis in Greek Orthodox biblical studies from the time
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¢ as one ongoing discipline of the overall theological
as rigorously as possible on the basis of all the tools

and principles of historical study. No possible limitations can be placed on this
task as long as the Orthodox exegete attends to the ideal of exegesis ( £&-
fiyéopat, to lead out ot to bring forth the original intention of the sacred
author) with caution and a sense of responsibility. The limitation of the exe-
gete by dogmatic decisions of the Church concerning certain texts constitutes
an infrequent and very special case which must be considered separately.

Conclusion

The intrinsic value of Justin’s contribution to the exegetical tradition of
the Church seems diminished when compared with options developed by
modern biblical studies.

The place which God’s Logos holds in the history of Divi-
ne Revelation compels us to accept un-servedly the validity of the hermeneuti-
cal principle. Regarding the validity of the hermeneutical method, it has been
observed in relation to Origen that for the Old Testament the careful use of the
typological method is to be employed, while for the New Testament its very
nature demands that the allegorical method be rejected, except for certain spe-
cial instances. The valid method of interpreting the books of the New Testa-
ment is that whichisin accord with the sacred text, which text has only one
aning».
