Raised intracranial pressure
Neurological signs — depends on
anatomical position

Retinoblastoma:

«  Screening if positive family history
«  White pupillary reflex or squint
Lymphomas:

«  Enlarged lymph nodes in the
neck or abdomen

«  Mediastinal mass — may cause superior
vena caval obstruction.

Wilms tumour:

«  Large abdominal mass in a well child
*  Occasionally anorexia, abdominal
pain, haematuria

Langerhans cell histiocytosis:

«  Seborrhoeic rash

«  Widespread soft tissue infiltration
«  Bone pain, swelling or fracture
