Identity and Ideology in Roman Athens: The Numismatic Evidence

The bronze coinage issued occasionally by Athens from
the 20s BC to the 260s A.D. is indicative of the image the
city wished to project during the Roman imperial period.
Coins, given the fact that are issued by an official author-
ity with the intention to circulate and to be used widely,
constitute a convenient means for the formation of mes-
sages directed to many recipients. They are among the
most premeditated symbols of public identity and express
in an especially distinct way the official ideology which
was formulated by the local elite in response to Roman
rule and to its own participation in it.

The Athenians were adapted to the conditions imposed
by Roman hegemony. However, they retained, to a large
extent, their tradition, customs, cults and institutions.
Their city enjoyed great prestige which rested on its his-
torical and artistic pre-eminence; it was considered the
birthplace of civilization and the arts, the defender of the
Greeks against the barbarians, the cultural centre of the
Greco-Roman world. The pride of the Athenians in their
much-admired heritage is also reflected on their coinage,
one of the very few distinguishable cases among the bulk
of coinages issued in the Roman provinces.

The projection of this singularity is being approached
by examining various aspects of the coinage such as A) the
iconography, B) the legends, C) the denomination values,
and D) the reasons for striking coins.

A) A special feature of the Athenian coin imagery is that
there was no reference on the imperial authority by plac-
ing the portrait of the ruling emperor or any member of
his family on the obverse. Instead, the head or bust of Ath-
ena with an Attic or Corinthian helmet dominates most of
the obverses. This element as well as the repetition of older
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coin types referred to the prolific Athenian silver coinage
that had a prominent role in the economies of the Greek
world from the late Archaic to the late Hellenistic period.
Moreover, the great variety of themes on the reverses,
where the most important cults, myths, historical events,
and monuments are depicted, projected the glorious past
and the importance of the city in the ancient world.

B) The ethnic on the reverses denoting the issuing au-
thority is used as evidence of the historical continuity of
the Athenians. This element dates from the end of the 6*
century BC, when the city adopted the head of Athena
and the owl as the invariable types of its silver coinage. Its
appearance in the archaic form AGE was also retained on
the coins issued in the reign of Augustus. It was modified
in the 2" century A.D. when it was changed into AOH
and in the full form of AOHNAIWN or AGHNAIQN.

C) The retention of the traditional, pre-Roman denom-
ination values, such as the drachm for the higher bronze
unit, was a definite expression of Athenian archaism.

D) The purpose of striking coins could constitute a sig-
nificant opportunity to convey identity. Two such occur-
rences can be discerned in Roman Athens. Firstly, the is-
sues connected with the celebration of festivals and games;
these institutions were characteristic to the Greek way of
life and added prestige to the city especially if they were of
old tradition and surpassed those of other cities. Secondly,
the massive coin production during the reign of Gallienus
for financing the defence preparations of the city against
the barbarian raids; this is set against the large quantities
of silver tetradrachms issued by the Athenian democracy
during the 480s B.C. in order to fund the construction of
a fleet which confronted the Persian threat in Salamis.
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
